
Article 16 

The present Agreement shall come into force when 
approved by the Security Council of the United 
Nations and by the Government of the United States 
after due constitutional process. 

Adopted unanimously at the 
124th meeting. 

Decisions 

At its 220th meeting, on 15 November 1947, the 
Council decided to refer to the Committee of Experts, 
for report within four weeks, the whole question pre­
sented in the letter dated 7 November 1947 from the 
Secretary-General to the President of the Security 
Council concerning the Trusteeship Agreement for the 
Pacific Islands (S/599).211 

Adopted unanimously. 

At its 222nd meeting, on 9 December 194 7, the 
Council took note of the letter dated 2 December 1947 
from the representative of the United States of Ame­
rica addressed to the President of the Security Council 
concerning the conducting of experiments relating to 
nuclear fission on Eniwetok Atoll in the Trust Territory 
of the Pacific Islands 26 and decided to defer consid­
eration of the matter until it received from the Com­
mittee of Experts the report that it had requested at 
its 220th meeting (see above).
