Noting with concern the hostilities in progress be­

tween the armed forces of the Netherlands and the 
Republic of Indonesia, 

Calls upon the parties : 
(a) To cease hostilities forthwith, and 
(b) To settle their dispute by arbitration or by other 

peaceful means and keep the Security Council in­
formed about the progress of the settlement.

At its 184th meeting, on 14 August 1947, the 
Council decided to invite the representative of the 
Philippines to participate, without vote, in the discus­
sion of the question.
