"Any meeting of the General Assembly held in 
pursuance of the Statute of the International Court 
of Justice for the purpose of the election of mem­
bers of the Court shall continue until as many can­
didates as are required for all the seats to be filled 
have obtained in one or more ballots an absolute 
majority of votes.", 

Resolves: 

1. To concur in the rule of procedure quoted 
above; 

2. To adopt the following rule of procedure: 

"CHAPTER XL - RELATIONS WITH OTHER 
UNITED NATIONS ORGANS 

"Rule 61 

"Any meeting of the Security Council held in 
pursuance of the Statute of the International Court 
of Justice for the purpose of the election of mem­
bers of the Court shall continue until as many 
candidates as are required for all the seats to be 
filled have obtained in one or more ballots an 
absolute majority of votes." ;

The Security Council 

Resolves: 

1. That the sub-committee of the Committee of 
Experts be instructed to negotiate with the General 
Assembly's committee on procedure for its acceptance 
of rule 58 of the provisional rules of procedure of the 
Security Council as tentatively revised by the Commit­
tee of Experts,31 and for its undertaking to effect 
necessary accompanying changes in rules 113 and 117 
(originally rule 116) of the provisional mles of pro­
cedure of the General Assembly as suggested by the 
Committee of Experts ; and, if the negotiation is not 
successful, to accept, on behalf of the Security Council, 
the change in rule 58 as previously proposed by the 
General Assembly committee ;

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2. That, as regards proposals made by the General 
Assembly committee concerning rule 60 of the provi­
sional rules of procedure of the Security Council, the 
following recommendations of the Committee of 
Experts 31 be accepted : 

(a) That the change of the word "decide" to the 
word "consider" in the first paragraph not be accep­
ted; 

(b) That the addition of two paragraphs as the 
second and third paragraphs be accepted ; 

(c) That the change of the word "recommendations" 
from the plural to the singular be accepted ; 

3. That the sub-committee of the Committee of 
Experts be instructed to advise the General Assembly 
committee that the proposed change in rule 114 and 
the addition of a new rule 116 in the provisional rules 
of procedure of the General Assembly are accepted.

37 (1947). Resolution of 9 December 1947 

The Security Council 
Decides to include in its rules of procedure the 

following revised rules : 

CHAPTER X. - ADMISSION OF NEW MEMBERS 

"Rule 58 

"Any State which desires to become a Member 
of the United Nations shall submit an application 
to the Secretary-General. This application shall 
contain a declaration made in a formal instrument 
that it accepts the obligations contained in the 
Charter. 

"Rule 59 

[Text unchanged.] 

"Rule 60 

"The Security Council shall decide whether in its 
judgement the applicant is a peace-loving State and 
is able and willing to carry out the obligations 
contained in the Charter, and accordingly whether 
to recommend the applicant State for membership. 

"If the Security Council recommends the appli­
cant State for membership, it shall forward to the 
General Assembly the recommendation with a com­
plete record of the discussion. 

"If the Security Council does not recommend the 
applicant State for membership or postpones the 
consideration of the application, it shall submit a 
special report to the General Assembly with a 
complete record of the discussion.
