Decisions 

At its 357th meeting, on 16 September 1948, the 
Council decided to invite the representatives of India 
and Hyderabad to take places at the Council table. 

At its 360th meeting, on 28 September 1948, the 
Council decided to invite the Nawab Moin Nawaz 
Jung (Hyderabad) to make a statement concerning the 
validity of his credentials. 

At its 384th meeting, on 15 December 1948, the 
Council decided to invite the representative of Pakistan 
to participate, without vote, in the discussion of the 
question.

Adopted at the 279th meet­
ing by 10 votes to none, 
with 1 abstention (Argen­
tina). 

Decision 

At its 280th meeting, on 10 April 1948, the 
Council, having reconsidered previously rejected appli­
cations, decided to postpone the discussion of the 
question indefinitely and to report to the General 
Assembly that none of the members of the Security 
Council had changed its position with regard to those 
applications. 

ATOMIC ENERGY : 
INTERNATIONAL CONTROL 47 

52 (1948). Resolution of 22 June 1948

The Security Council, 
Having received and examined the first, second and 

third reports of the Atomic Energy Commission, 48 

Directs the Secretary-General to transmit to the 
General Assembly and to the States Members of the 
United Nations the first, second and third reports of 
the Atomic Energy Commission, together with the 
record of the deliberations of the Security Council on 
this subject, as a matter of special concern. 

Adopted at the 325th meet­
ing by 9 votes to none, 
with 2 abstentions (Ukrai­
nian Soviet Socialist Repub­
lic, Union of Soviet Socia­
list Republics).
