total of 1,395 electoral personnel will now be rc-
quired to supervise the voting in more than 350 poli-
ing stations throughout the Territory.

“I also informed the Council that after carefully
examining this recommendation, I came to the con-
clusion that I had no alternative but to accept it, in
order to ensure that the United Nations Transition
Assistance Group would be capable of effective su-
pervision and control of the elections. In this connee-
tion, I added that after the completion of related
preparatory work of a technical nature, [ would revert
to the Council on this mattcr.

“I wish now to confirm that I am undertaking ur-
gent consultations on this matter, including notifica-
tion to the Advisory Committec on Administrative
and Budgetary Questions of thc cost implications,
following which I propose to dispatch the additional
353 personnel to Namibia starting in mid-October.
These clection sugervisors will be engaged for a pe-
riod of one month at an estimated total cost of ap-
proximately $3 million which, in accordance with
paragraph 57 of my rclport of 23 January, will be con-
sidered as expenses of the Organization to be borne
by Member States in accordance with Article 17,
paragraph 2, of the Charter of the United Nations.

“I should be grateful if you would bring this matter
to the attention of the members of the Security Coun-
cil.”

In a letter dated 17 October 1989,% the President of
the Council informed the Sccretary-General as follows:

“I have the honour to inform you that your letter
dated 10 October 1989 conccerning the increasc in the
number of electoral supervisors for the forthcoming
elections in Namibia®’ has been brought to the atten-
tion of the members of the Security Council. They
have considered the matter and agreed to the pro-
posal in your letter.

“The members of the Security Council expressed
their concern that expenditures for the United Na-
tions Transition Assistance Group should continuc to
be carefully monitored during this period of increas-
ing demands on pcace-keeping resources.”

At its 2886th meeting, on 31 October 1989, the Coun-
cil discussed the item entitled “The situation in Nami-
bia: letter dated 18 October 1989 from the Permanent
Representative of Kenya to the United Nations ad-
dressed to the President of the Sccurity Council
(5/20908)".%

Resolution 643 (1989)
of 31 October 1989

The Security Council,
Reaffirming all its rclevant resolutions on the ques-

tion of Namibia, in particular resolutions 435 (1978) of
29 September 1978, 629 (1989) of 16 January 1989, 632
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{1989) of 16 February 1989 and 640 (1989) of 29 August
1989,

Reaffirming also that the United Nations plan for the
independcence of Namibia, contained in resolution 435
(1978), remains the only internationally accepted basis
for the peaceful settlement of the Namibia question,

Having considered the report of the Scerctary-Gen-
cral of 6 October 1989 and the addendum thercto of 16
October 1989,

Noting with deep concern that, one week before the
scheduled clections in Namibia, all the provisions of
resolution 435 (1978) are not being fully complied with,

Noting the progress made so far in the implementa-
tion of the settlement plan and the remaining obstacles
placed in its way as wcll as the efforts being exerted by
the United Nations Transition Assistance Group to
carry out its responsibilitics,

Reaffirming the continuing legal responsibility of the

/nited Nations over Namibia until the {ull attainment
by the Namibian people of national independence,

1. Welcomes the report of the Sceretary-General
and thc addendum thereto;

2. Expresses its full support for the Sccrctary-Gen-
craf in his efforts to ensure that resolution 435 (1978)
is fully implemented in its original and definitive form;

3. Expresses ils firm determination 1o implcment res-
olution 435 (1978) in its original and definitive form in
order 1o ensurc holding of free and fair clections in
Namibia under the supervision and control of the
United Nations:

4. Reaffirms its commitment in carrying out the con-
tinuing legal responsibility over Namibia until its inde-
pendence to ensurce the unfettered and ctfective
excrcise by the peoric of Namibia of their inalicnable
rights to self-determination and genuine national inde-
pendence in accordance with resolutions 435 (1978)
and 640 (1989);

5. Demands immediate, full and strict compliance
by all parties concerned, in particular South Africa, with
the terms of resolutions 435 (1978), 632 (1989) and 640
(1989);

6. Reiterates its demand for the complete disband-
ment of all remaining paramilitary and cthnic forces
and commando units, in particular the Kocvocet and the
South-West Africa Territorial Foree as well as the com-
plete dismantling of their command structures, and
other defence-related institutions as required by reso-
lutions 435 (1978) and 640 (1989);

7. Requests 1the Secrelary-General o pursue his ef-
forts to ensure the immediate replacement of the re-
maining South African Defence Force personnel in
accordance with resolution 435 (1978);

8. Demands the immediate repeal of such remain-
ing restrictive and discriminatory laws and regulations
as inhibit the holding of {ree and fair clections and that
no such new laws be introduced and cndorses the posi-
tion of the Sceretary-General as expressed in his report
that Proclamation AG 8 should be repealed;

9. Invites the Secretary-General to keep under con-
stant review the adequacy of the number of police
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monitors in order to undertake the process for any
appropriate increase that he may deecm nccessary for
the effective fulfilment of the United Nations Transi-
tion Assistance Group’s responsibilities:

10. Demands that thc South-West Africa Police
extend full co-operation to the Group civil police in
carrying out the tasks entrusted to it undcr the scttle-
ment plan;

11. Mandates the Sccretary-Genceral to ensure that
all necessary arrangements are made in accordance
with the settlement plan to safeguard the territorial
integrity and security of Namibia in order 10 cnsurc a
peaceful transition 1o national independence, and to
assist the Constituent Assembly in the discharge of
responsibilities entrusted to it under the scttlement
plan;

12. Requests the Secretary-Gencral to prepare ap-
propriate plans for mobilizing all forms of assistance,
including technical, material and financial resourcces,
for the people of Namibia during the period following
the elections for the Constituent Asscmbly until the
accession to independence;

13. Urgently appeals to Mcmber Statcs, United
Nations agencies and intergovernmental and non-gov-
ernmental organizations to extend, in co-ordination
with the Secretary-General, generous financial, mate-
rial and technical support to the Namibian pcople, both
during the transitional period and after independence;

14.  Decides that, if the pertinent provisions of the
present resolution are not complied with, the Sccurity
Council shall convene as required before the elections
to review the situation and consider appropriate action;

15.  Requests the Secrctary-Genceral to report on the
implementation of the present resolution as soon as
possible;

16. Decides to remain scized of the matter.

Adopred unanimously ot the
2886th meeting.

Decisions

On 3 November 1989, following consultations, the
President of the Council issued the following statement
on behalf of the Council:*!

“The Security Council deplores the false alarm by
South Africa on 1 November 1989 concerning the
alleged movement of forces of the South West Africa
People’s Organization across the Angola-Namibia
border.

“The Council cxpresses its profound concern
about this incident as well as thc potential implica-
tions for the elections of the initial South African
reaction to it. It, therefore, calls upon South Africa
to desist from any such further actions.

“The Council strongly commends the prompt ac-
tion taken by the United Nations [ransition Assis-
tance Group to clarify the situation and to establish
that such allegations were unfounded.

“The Council calls upon all parties to honour their
commitments in accordance with the scttlement plan.

“The Council reiterates its full support for the
Sceretary-General and his Special Representative as
well as its firm commitment to ensurc the full imple-
mentation of resolution 435 (1978) in its original and
definitive form.”

At its 2893rd mecting, on 20 November 1989, the
Council discussed the item cntitled “The situation in
Namibia: further report of the Secretary-General on
the implementation of Security Council resolution
435 (1978) concerning the question of Namibia
(S/20067y".5°

At the same meeting, following consultations with
the members of the Council, the President made the
followin% statcment on behalf of the members of the
Council:*

“The members of the Security Council welcome
with satisfaction the successful conclusion of the elec-
tions in Namibia, certificd by the Special Represen-
tative of the Sceretary-General as [ree and fair,* thus
paving the way for the convening of the Constituent
Asscmbly and the carly independence of Namibia at
a datc tobe determined by the Constituent Assembly.

“The members of the Council congratulate the
pcople of Namibia for the successful excreisc of their
democratic rights and look forward to the carly inde-
pcndence of Namibia. They are decply appreciative
of the cfforts of the Seeretary-General, his Special
Representative and the United Nations Transition
Assistance Group for the role they have played,
which attests to the effectiveness and credibility of
the United Nations.

“The members ol the Council reaffirm the contin-
uing important rolc of the United Nations in the
transition period in cnsuring the implcmentation of
the settlement plan on the basis of its legal responsi-
bility over Namibia until indcpendence, so that the
Constituent Assembly, reflecting the collective will of
thc people, can draw up and adopt, in accordance
with the settlement plan and free from any intcrfer-
cnee, a Constitution that will accord sovercignty to
Namibia. In this regard, they express support to the
Secretary-General in his continuing cfforts to ensure
the tull implementation of the settlement plan and
request him to make the necessary arrangements
under the scttlement plan to safeguard the territorial
integrity and security of Namibia. They also stress the
importance of full compliance with all the remaining
provisions of resolution 435 (1978) in its original and
definitive form. The members of the Council express
the hope that, in the transition period, the utmost
political responsibility will be displaycd to facilitate
the carliest possible accession of Namibia to indepen-
dence.

“The members of the Council call upon the Con-
stituent Asscmbly to carry out its responsibility expe-
ditiously and rcquest the Sccretary-General to
provide 1t with all nccessary assistance.”
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
