Noting that a vacancy in the Court for the remainder 
of Judge Golunsky's term of office has thus occurred 
and must be filled in accordance with the terms of the 
Statute of the International Court of Justice, 

Noting that, in accordance with Article 14 of the 
Statute, the date of the election to fill this vacancy shall 
be fixed by the Security Council, 

Decides that an election to fill the vacancy shall take 
place during the eighth session of the General Assembly.

Deci!1ion 

On 27 November 1953, the Security Council, at its 
644th meeting, and the General Assembly, at its 458th 
plenary meeting, elected Mr. Feodor Ivanovich 
Kozhevnikov (Union of Soviet Socialist Republics) to 
fill the vacancy caused by the resignation of Mr. Sergei 
Alexandrovich Golunsky. 

B. ADMISSION OF STATES NOT PARTIES TO THE 
STATUTE OF THE COURT 

Decisions 

At its 641st meeting, on 23 November 1953, the Council 
decided to refer to the Committee of Experts for study 
and report the application of Japan to become a party 
to the Statute of the International Court of Justice.17 

At the same meeting the Council decided to refer to 
the Committee of Experts for study and report the 
application of the Republic of San Marino to become a 
party to the Statute of the International Court of Justice. 18
