STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS

Professor David J. Attard read law at the University of Malta (LL.D.) and the
University of Oxford (D.Phil.). He is a practising advocate specializing in
international legal matters.

In 1988 he was appointed to the Chair of Public International Law at the
University of Malta, and is a visiting professor of international law at the
University of Rome 1l. In 1990, he was appointed the first holder of the UNEP
Chair of Environmental Diplomacy. Since 1992, he has been the Director of the
IMO International Maritime Law Institute. Professor Attard has contributed
various articles to learned journals. His first book "The Exclusive Economic
Zone in International Law" (Clarendon Press) was awarded the Paul Guggenheim
International Law Prize, Geneva.

In 1987, Professor Attard was appointed the Special Adviser to the IMO
Secretary-General. In 1989, he was appointed Special Senior Legal Adviser to
the UNEP Executive Director. On Professor Attard’s advice, the Government of
Malta raised the question of the need to protect the global climate at the
forty-third session of the United Nations General Assembly. This initiative
culminated in the adoption of the 1992 United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change.

In 1988, he was appointed legal consultant to the Prime Minister of Malta.
Between 1988 and 1990, Professor Attard was the Chairman of the Oil Exploration
Committee in the Office of the Prime Minister of Malta. Since 1989,

Professor Attard has been the President of the Mediterranean Oil & Gas

Exhibition & Conference (MOEX).

Over the past eight years, Professor Attard has been retained as adviser by

three consecutive Foreign Ministers of Malta. In 1987, he proposed the idea of
setting up a Mediterranean Academy for Diplomatic Studies, which was later
established through an agreement between the Maltese and the Swiss Governments.

For over 20 years, Professor Attard has had both an academic and practical
interest in the Law of the Sea. His first doctorate thesis, presented in 1977,
dealt with "The Mediterranean as an ’enclosed sea’ in the New Law of the Sea".
This study proposed the idea of establishing institutions as a means of
strengthening maritime cooperation in the region. At the University of Oxford

he undertook research on the new law of the sea regimes. His doctorate thesis
dealt with the evaluation of the legal status and juridical nature of the

Exclusive Economic Zone.

Professor Attard teaches the full Law of the Sea course to postgraduate lawyers
from developing States at the IMO International Maritime Law Institute.

Currently, he is responsible for the International Law courses at the University
of Malta and the Mediterranean Academy of Diplomatic Studies.
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Professor Attard has been active in his country’s participation in the United
Nations Law of the Sea negotiations. On various occasions, he has headed or was
a member of the Maltese delegation to the said negotiations.

Whilst at the University of Oxford, Professor Attard undertook research on the
Exclusive Economic Zone in the new law of the sea. This research formed the
basis of his work entitled "The Exclusive Economic Zone in International Law".
Oxford University Press published it in book form - under its "Clarendon Press"
academic imprint - in 1987.

He continues to take a deep interest in the study of the law of the sea.
Currently, he is writing two books on the law of the sea. The first is a
practitioner’s handbook on the subject. The second deals with the continental
shelf regime and will complement his work on the exclusive economic zone.

International Environmental Law

For a number of years, Professor Attard has been active in the study of the law
relating to the protection of the environment. In 1988, he advised the Maltese
Government to raise the protection of the global climate at the United Nations
and a year later to raise the issue of the environmental protection of extra-
territorial spaces.

Andreas J. Jacovides, currently the Ambassador of Cyprus to the United
States, was born in Nicosia, Cyprus, on 19 December 1936.

Educational background

Mr. Jacovides graduated with distinction from the Pancyprian Gymnasium in
Nicosia in 1954 and received his higher education in Law specializing in
international law, at the University of Cambridge, the Inns of Court (Middle
Temple) in London and the Harvard Law School (BA, LLB, MA, LLM, Barrister at
Law). At Cambridge, he received a double first class in the Law Tripos and
graduated top of his class with a "starred first" (1958). He received several
prizes and awards for academic distinction (Wright Prize, Winfield Prize,

MacMahon studentship). At the Bar Final Examination (1959), he was awarded the
International Law Prize. He was a Henry Fellow at the Harvard Law School where
he did graduate work in public international law (1959-1960). While at

Cambridge, he was President of the St. John's College Law Society, a College
Supervisor in international law and was offered to become a Fellow at St. John's
College.

Diplomatic career

Mr. Jacovides is Cyprus’ most senior career Ambassador. He is a Foreign
Service Officer with an extensive legal background, training and experience in
international law-making and bilateral and multilateral diplomacy.

He is at present in his second term as Ambassador to the United States
(since September 1993), with concurrent accreditation to Canada, Brazil,
Jamaica, Barbados, Bahamas and Guyana, the World Bank and the International
Monetary Fund and as Permanent Observer at the Organization of American States.

He previously served as Cyprus’ Permanent Representative at the United
Nations (1992-1993); Ambassador to the Federal Republic of Germany and
non-resident Ambassador to Austria and Denmark and Permanent Representative to
the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) and the United Nations Office and
agencies in Vienna (1990-1992); and Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs in Nicosia (1989-1990).

He first served as Ambassador to the United States (and was briefly the
Dean of the Washington Diplomatic Corps) between 1979 and 1989 with concurrent
accreditation as Ambassador to Brazil and Ecuador, High Commissioner to Canada,
Jamaica and the Bahamas, Permanent Observer at the Organization of American
States and Representative of Cyprus at the World Bank and the International
Monetary Fund. He had earlier served as non-resident High Commissioner to
Barbados, Guyana and Trinidad and Tobago (1972-1979). His first diplomatic
posting was as First Secretary and then Counsellor of Cyprus’ Permanent Mission
at the United Nations (1960-1965) where he returned as Minister Plenipotentiary
and Ambassador (1969-1979). Between 1965 and 1969 he served as Director of the
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Minister’'s Office at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Nicosia and Director of
the First Political Division.

In September 1960, Mr. Jacovides became a member of the first diplomatic
delegation sent out of Cyprus after independence and served in the Cyprus
delegation to every regular session of the United Nations General Assembly since
the admission of Cyprus to the United Nations in September 1960.

Ambassador Jacovides has been actively associated with the whole range of
international law activities of the United Nations and other international
organizations for the past 35 years, having served as Representative of Cyprus
to the Sixth Committee from the fifteenth to the forty-ninth sessions of the
General Assembly (he was Vice-Chairman of the Sixth Committee in 1972).

STATEMENT ON QUALIFICATIONS AND EXPERIENCE

Dr. Thomas A. Mensah has had a long and distinguished career in the field
of public international law and the law of the sea. After graduate studies
leading to the doctorate degree at the Yale Law School, he has been engaged in
studies and related activities in international law, as a University lecturer
and instructor at international seminars and workshops and also as adviser and
consultant within the United Nations system of organizations.

As the Director of Legal Affairs and Assistant Secretary-General at the
INTERNATIONAL MARITIME ORGANIZATION (IMO) for more than 20 years (1968 to 1990),
he directed the work of the secretariat of IMO in the development of a large
body of international conventions and other instruments dealing with a variety
of topics in the public and private international law of the sea. As Legal
Counsel he was the chief official responsible for dealing with or advising IMO
and its member States on issues of treaty law and problems of international
administrative law.

He was actively involved in the negotiations at the Third United Nations
Conference on the Law of the Sea which led to the adoption of the 1982
Convention. After 1982, he was in charge of studies within the IMO on the
implications of the 1982 Convention for the IMO and on problems in connection
with the implementation of the provisions of the Convention relating to
navigation and the prevention of pollution of the sea from ships and by dumping.

Since retiring from the IMO in 1990, Dr. Mensah has continued to work in
the maritime field. He has acted as consultant to several United Nations bodies
and Governments on maritime legislation and the international environmental law
of the sea.

He has also maintained his interest and work in public international law.
In 1993 he was appointed to the prestigious CLEVERINGA CHAIR at the University
of Leiden in the Netherlands, where he conducted a course on the International
Negotiation Process and a seminar on Legislative Drafting during the 1993-94
academic year.

Hon. Warioba, who is now practising law with a private legal firm, and is
Chairman of the National Commission on Corruption, has had a distinguished
career in the public service of the Government of the United Republic of
Tanzania. As will be seen from his curriculum vitae, Hon. Warioba started work
in 1966 as a State Attorney in the Attorney General’'s Chambers, rising through
the ranks to the position of Attorney General in 1976. He served in that
capacity until 1983 when he was appointed Minister of Justice and Attorney
General, a position he held until 1985.

In the political arena, Hon. Warioba served as Prime Minister and First
Vice President of the United Republic of Tanzania between November 1985 and
November 1990. Between 1990 and 1995, Hon. Warioba served as a member of
Parliament for Bunda District.

Hon. Warioba is undoubtedly one of the world’s leading authorities on the
Law of the Sea. He was intimately associated with the Third United Nations
Conference on the Law of the Sea, beginning with the activities of the Commitete
on the Peaceful Uses of the Seabed.

Between 1971 and 1973, Hon. Warioba led the Tanzania delegation to the
meetings of the Committee on the Peaceful Uses of the Seabed, the forerunner to
the Third United Nations Commission on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS). From 1974
to 1982, he led the Tanzania delegation to the Third United Nations Convention
on the Law of the Sea itself. Between 1983 and 1985, Hon. Warioba served as the
Chairman of the Preparatory Committee for the International Seabed Authority and
for the International Tribunal for the Law of the Sea, relinquishing the post on
his appointment as Prime Minister and First Vice President of the United
Republic of Tanzania.

In 1986 Hon. Warioba served as Chairman of the negotiations between France,
India, Japan and the former Soviet Union to resolve the conflict of pioneer
areas of investors which led to the Arusha Agreement of 1986.

Hon. Warioba is currently the Director of the Pacem Maribus Courses
conducted under the auspices of the International Ocean Institute, based in
Malta, where he has been conducting seminars for developing countries on various
subjects pertaining to the Law of the Sea. The last such courses were conducted
in 1994 in Madras, India and China.

STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS
Education

Mr. Rudiger Wolfrum, born in Berlin 1941, after completion of his high
school education and his military service (German Navy), passed through all
stages of German legal training which he finished with the Second State-
Examination in 1973. In the same year he graduated Dr. jur. and became
assistant professor at the Institute of International Law, University of Bonn,

Faculty of Law and Economics. In 1977/78 he spent a year as a research fellow
at the Center for Oceans Law and Policy at the University of Virginia completing
his book on the Internationalization of Common Spaces Outside National
Jurisdiction: "The Development of an International Administration for

Antarctica, Outer Space, High Seas and Deep Sea-Bed".

Professional career

Mr. Wolfrum is professor for national public and international public law
and held chairs at the University of Mainz (1982) and the University of Kiel
(1982-1993); since 1993 he holds a chair at the University of Heidelberg. He
was Director of the Institute of International Law at the University of Kiel and
from 1990 to 1993 elected Vice-Rector of that University. From 1986 until 1993
he served as a judge at the Court of Appeal for Administrative Matters in
Lineburg and Schleswig, his cases mostly dealing with environmental law. Since
1993 he has been director of the Max Planck Institute for Comparative Public Law
and International Law, the major research institute on that topic in Germany.

International activities

Mr. Wolfrum was and still is involved in various international activities.
From 1980 until 1982 he was a member of the German delegation to the Third
United Nations Conference on the Law of the Sea. In this capacity he was
involved in the negotiations on Part Xl of the United Nations Convention on the
Law of the Sea, in particular on production policy issues. In 1982 he also
participated at the meetings of the Preparatory Commission for the International
Seabed Authority and the Tribunal for the Law of the Sea.

Since 1982 he has further been actively involved in deliberations
concerning Antarctica. He participated at the Fourth Special Consultative
Meeting concerning Antarctic mineral resource activities as a member of the
German delegation (1983-1988) and as chairman to the Legal Working Group
(1985-1988). He participated in several Antarctic treaty Consultative Meetings
and since 1993 serves as the chairman to the Group of legal experts preparing an
Annex to the Protocol on Environmental Protection to the Antarctic Treaty on
responsibility for environmental damages.
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Finally, in 1990 he was elected by the States Parties to the Convention on
the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination as an independent expert
member to the United Nations Committee on the Elimination of Racial
Discrimination for which he was re-elected in 1994.

Publication activities

Mr. Rudiger Wolfrum has published widely on various issues of international
public law. His main publication concerning law of the sea issues is on the
Internationalization of Common Spaces Outside National Jurisdiction (more than
700 pages) in which he identifies and assesses the common denominations of
international rules concerning the high seas, Antarctica, the deep seabed and
outer space. The publication focuses heavily on the common heritage principle,
an issue which has also been taken up in several of his articles. Other law of
the sea subjects dealt with in his writings, which have been published in German
or in English, are marine scientific research, fishing deep seabed mining,
delimitation of maritime areas under national jurisdiction, navigation, the
protection of the marine environment and the structure and functions of the
International Seabed Authority. More than 35 of his publications (out of about
100) are devoted to law of the sea issues.

Many of the publications concentrate on the United Nations. Mr. Wolfrum is
the editor of a two-volume reference book on "United Nations: Law, Policies and
Practice" (1994) and he has participated in the edition of a Commentary to the
United Nations Charter (1994) (both in English). His other publications on the
United Nations deal in particular with the United Nations functions concerning
peace-keeping, economic cooperation and organizational matters.

Other publications deal with the law concerning Antarctica, especially with
activities undertaken in the Antarctic Treaty area, protection of the Antarctic
environment and the status of Antarctica.

Finally, Mr. Wolfrum has published on human rights issues in particular
drawing from his experience as member to the Committee against Racial
Discrimination.

As a director to the Institute of International Law in Kiel and of the
Max Planck Institute in Heidelberg, Mr. Wolfrum has organized several symposia
dealing with the law of the sea, United Nations, international environmental
law, human rights and Antarctica. All these symposia brought together
diplomats, judges and researchers from different countries. They were meant to
provide a dialogue between these groups and a better understanding amongst those
representing different legal systems.
