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Note by the Secretariat

Addendum

1. Following the issuance of documents SPLOS/INF/20 and Add.1, the secretariat
received one additional response related to the note of the Division for Ocean
Affairs and the Law of the Sea dated 14 August 2007, in which it requested the
Permanent Missions of coastal States Parties concerned to inform the secretariat, as
soon as possible, but not later than 30 November 2007, as to whether their
Governments intended to make submissions to the Commission on the Limits of the
Continental Shelf and by what date.

2. Spain informed the secretariat of its intention to make a partial submission in
the north-west of the Iberian peninsula in the zone called “the Galicia Bank” before
13 May 2009.

3. Barbados made a submission to the Commission on 8 May 2008 and the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland made a partial submission to
the Commission, relating to the continental shelf of Ascension Island, on 9 May
2008.
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
