We want Ukraine for Ukrainians, run by Ukrainians
rather than serving the interests of others, including
America and the EU. And this is how it is going to
be!”

Oleg Tyagnibok: “Ok, it’s clear with the moskali and
Europe. What do you think about the Poles? They
have claims for Volyn. <...> If we don’t find common
ground with Europe, they can, if they wish, set ‘the
Polish dog’ on us. In January the Polish Sejm accused
“Svoboda” of being anti-Polish. I was dubbed anti-
Semite and Russophobic. There was so much hype
about it!”

Dmitry Yarosh: “You can be proud of that. No one has
ever called me that. Didn’t their Armia Krajowa had
enough from OUN/UPA? If they rear their heads, we
will arrange a second Katyn for them. We will not give
up a single meter of Ukrainian soil to moskali, the
liakhs (Poliacks), let alone kikes. There will be room
enough on the gallows for everyone.”
