
be expanded so as to allow more detailed com­
parisons between the countries. 

He also endorsed the Norwegian proposal for 
the establishment of a uniform international 
metric system.1 The Costa Rican delegate also 
supported the Chilean proposal for the creation 
of an economic commission for Latin America 
since aid to underdeveloped countries would help 
those countries to raise their standard of living 
and enable them to extend help to the devastated 
areas. 

The CHAIRMAN informed the representatives 
that the next meeting would take place on Friday 
morning and would conclude the general discus­
sion of chapter II of the report. 

The meeting rose at 12.50 p.m. 

FORTY-FIRST MEETING

13. Discussion of chapter II of the report 
of the Economic and Social Council 
(document A/382) 

Mr. ARUTIUNIAN (Union of Soviet Socialist 
Republics) first discussed the Economic Com­
mission for Asia and the Far East, the work of 
which was of significance in dealing with the 
problems of rehabilitating economically back­
ward countries devastated by the war. 

The economic backwardness of the countries 
of Asia and the Far East was the result of the 
imperialist policy of colonial Powers, and of 
the :var. The peoples of those areas were today 
wagmg a fight for national liberation, political 
independence and economic development in order 
that post-war reconstruction would be in accord­
ance with their own interests and not with those 
of the colonial Powers. 

It was two years since the end of the war, 
and still the war-ravaged countries of Asia and 
the Far East had not been given much-needed 
assistance and, furthermore, the Nether lands 
supported by certain Powers, was· waging wa; 
against the Indonesian Republic. 

Just as, in Europe, reactionary forces wished 
to restore the war-industrial potential of Ger­
many in the Ruhr, so also in Asia such forces 
were working towards the restoration of the 
Japanese economy, on the pretext that otherwise 
the economies of Asiatic countries could not be 
restored .. 

The Truman Doctrine, the Marshall Plan for 
Western Europe and General MacArthur's pro­
gramme for Japan represented a common plan for 
the economic and political expansion of American 
big capital. Those policies were a new threat to 
the national liberation movements, as well as to

13. Examen du chapitre II du rapport 
du Conseil economique et social 
(document A/382) 

M. ARUTIUNIAN (Union des Republiques so­
cialistes sovietiques) parle d'abord de Ia Com­
mission economique pour 1' Asie et !'Extreme­
Orient, dont les travaux revetent une importance 
particuliere dans Ia mesure ou elle traite des 
problemes du relevement economique des pays 
arrieres devastes par Ia guerre. 

La politique imperialiste des puissances colo­
niales et la guerre sont cause du retard des 
pays d' Asie et d'Extreme-Orient dans le domaine 
economique. Les habitants de ces regions Jut­
tent aujourd'hui pour Ia liberation nationale, 
l'independance politique et le progres economi­
que afin que la reconstruction d'apres-guerre 
soit conforme a leurs propres interets et non 
a ceux des puissances coloniales. 

La guerre a pris fin depuis deux ans et, cepen­
dant, les pays d'Asie et d'Extreme-Orient rava­
ges par la guerre n'ont pas re<;u l'aide qui leur 
est si necessaire; bien plus, les Pays-Bas, appuyes 
par certaines puissances, ont declenche la guerre 
contre la Republique d'Indonesie. 
- De meme qu'en Europe les forces de la re;::c­
tion tentent de retablir dans Ia Ruhr le potenttel 
des industries de guerre de 1' Allemagne, en Asie 
ces forces tendent a restaurer l'economie japo­
naise sous le pretexte qu'autrement il ne serait 
pas possible de restaurer l'economie des pays 
asiatiques. 
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La doctrine de Truman, le plan Marshall pour 
!'Europe occidentale et le programme dresse 
pour le Japon par le general MacArthur, repre­
sentent un programme commun d'expansion eco­
nomique et politique du grand capitalisme ame­
ricain. Cette politique constitue une nouvelle

the economic development of the countries of 
Asia and the Far East. 

The Economic Commission for Asia and the 
Far East did not include many countries of 
Asia which could help in solving the economic 
problems of that area. Furthermore, the proce­
dure for inviting Non-Self-Governing Territories 
to participate in the work of the Commission was 
contrary to their interests. The USSR delegation 
had therefore submitted, for the consideration of 
the Committee, its draft resolution on the Eco­
nomic Commission for Asia and the Far East 
(document A/C.2/113). 

Turning to the Economic Commission for 
Europe, Mr. Arutiunian said that a definite 
machinery for administering Germany legally 
agreed upon by the Allied States provided that 
Germany's foreign relations should be determined 
by the Allied C<?ntrol Council, and not separately 
by the occupatton authorities of the different 
zones. The USSR delegation therefore objected 
to decisions of the Economic and Social Council 
e~abling the Commission to establish, unlawfully, 
d1rect and independent relations with the occu­
pation authorities in the different zones, thus 
by-passing the Allied Control Council and contra­
dicting the Potsdam Agreement that Germany 
should be treated as a single economic whole. 

In violation of the Potsdam Agreement on 
Germany, and independently of the USSR, and 
partly of France, the United States and the 
United Kingdom had themselves decided a 
number of economic questions which concerned 
Germany as a whole, such as revision of the 
level of German production. 

He said that the United States, taking ad­
vantage of Great Britain's financial difficulties 
was concentrating in its hands the economi~ 
control of the British occupation zone. That was 
indicated by the fact that the British Government 
had abandoned its programme for socialization 
and nationalization of the Ruhr. He quoted a 
statement made by Mr. Acheson before the 
House Expenditures Committee, on 25 June 
1947, in which he had said that the rehabilitation 
of Germany's productive capacity was regarded 
by the United States Government as the foun­
dation of a plan which the countries of Europe 
could work out in accordance with the Marshall 
suggestion. That was sufficient indication that the 
United States was giving priority to German 
rehabilitation. The peoples of Europe had had 
bitter experience as a result of the revival of 
Germany's war-industrial potential after the 
First World War and could not allow that to 
happen again. . 

Mr. Arutiunian drew attention to the General 
Assembly resolution of 11 December 1946 on 
post-UNRRA relief,' as a result of which a 
special technical committee had established that 
six European countries needed help during 1947. 
The United States had agreed to render assistance 
to Austria, Greece and Italy. The other three,

Passant a la Commission economique pour 
!'Europe, M. Arutiunian declare qu'un systeme 
bien detini d'administration de l'Allemagne, adop­
te dans les formes juridiques par les Etats allies, 
dispose que les relations exterieures de l'Alle­
magne doivent etre determinees par le Conseil 
de controle interallie, et non pas separement 
par les autorites d'occupation des differentes 
zones. En consequence, Ia delegation de l'URSS 
proteste contre les decisions du Conseil econo­
mique et social qui permettent a Ia Commission 
d'etablir illegalement des relations directes et 
independantes avec les autorites d'occupation des 
differentes zones et passent outre aux decisions 
du Conseil de controle interallie, allant ainsi a 
I'encontre de !'accord. de Potsdam, suivant lequel 
on doit traiter l'Allemagne comme une seule 
unite economique. 

En violation de !'accord de Potsdam relatif 
a 1' Allemagne, et independamment de l'URSS et, 
en partie, de !a France, les Etats-Unis et Ie 
Royaume-Uni ont de leur propre chef pris des 
decisions relatives a un certain nombre de ques­
tions economiques concernant !'ensemble de l'Al­
lemagne, et notamment la revision du niveau de 
la production allemande. 

II declare que les Etats-Unis, profitant des 
difficultes financieres de Ia Grande-Bretagne, con­
centrent par devers eux le controle economique 
de Ia zone britannique d'occupation. Cela ressort 
du fait que le Gouvernement britannique a aban­
donne son programme de socialisation et de 
nationalisation de la Ruhr. II cite une declaration 
de M. Acheson devant Ia Commission du budget 
de la Chambre des Representants en · date du 
25 juin 1947, dans Iaquelle il disait que le Gou­
vernement des Etats-Unis considerait le rele­
vement de la capacite de production de I' Alle­
magne comme le principe fondamental d'un pro­
gramme que les pays d'Europe pourraient mettre 
a execution conformement au plan Marshall. 
Cela indique assez clairement que les Etats-Unis 
accordent une priorite au relevement allemand. 
Les peuples d'Europe ont fait une experience 
douloureuse a Ia suite du relevement du paten­
tiel des industries de guerre de l'Allemagne apres 
Ia premiere guerre mondiale et ils ne peuvent 
permettre Ie renouvellement de ce procede. 
. M. Arutiunian attire !'attention sur la resolu­
tion de l'Assemblee generale en date du 11 de­
cembre 1946 relative aux secours apres la cessa­
tion des activites de I'UNRRA \ resolution a 
Ia suite de Iaquelle une Commission technique 
Speciale a etabli que six pays europeens avaient 
besoin d'aide pendant l'annee 1947. Les Etats-

Poland, Yugoslavia and Hungary, were refused 
aid on purely political considerations, the threat 
to refuse assistance being employed as a means 
of exercising political pressure. The principle 
of the General Assembly resolution " that at no 
time should relief supplies be used as a political 
weapon" had been violated by the United States. 

The financial.aid extended by the United States 
to countries formerly receiving UNRRA help, 
and loans and credits to other countries were 
being used for economic and political enslave­
ment. The United States was even exploiting 
Great Britain's present difficulties in order to 
impose upon her policies that were harmful to 
her national interests. 

At the instance of the United States, supported 
by the United Kingdom, UNRRA had been dis­
solved. The Economic and Social Council had 
done nothing to call attention to the harm done 
to international peace and co-operation by the 
exploitation of relief for political ends, to imple­
ment the General Assembly's resolution on post­
UNRRA relief, or to utilize the valuable ex­
perience of UNRRA. 

Discussing the Marshall Plan, Mr. Arutiunian 
stated that the USSR position had been dealt 
with by Mr. Molotov in Paris and by Mr. 
Vyshinsky in the General Assembly. Defenders 
of the Marshall Plan in the Committee had been 
unable to refute Mr. Lange's charges that the 
plan was economically unsound and created a 
split in Europe. They had merely offered denials 
o_f any res~onsibility on the part of their respec­
~Ive countnes for a plan aimed at dividing Europe 
m two camps in return for financial aid from the 
United States. 

Americans responsible for the plan admitted 
its political implications among themselves but 
not at international conferences. ' 

. N ?t only had the Marshall Plan aggravated 
relatiOns among countries, but it was also de­
s~g~ed to unde.rmine national unity within in­
dividual countnes, to create internal strife and 
crises of which the United States could take 
advantage in order to subordinate these countries 
to the inter~sts of American monopolies, and to 
further. Umted States . economic and political 
expansiOn. It was obvwus that United States 
relief was refused to Poland not for humanitarian 
reasons but for political reasons, and was given 
to the fascist monarchist government in Greece 
with conditions contrary to the United Nations 
Charter, in order to transform that country into 
a United States military base. 

Although there had been much ado about the 
Marshall Plan, so far Europe had received no 
help under it and the prospects of such help 
were not clear. But as a political manoeuvre it 
had been detrimental to peace.

sentis a d'autres pays, sont utilises comme moyen 
d'asservissement economique et politique. Les 
Etats-Unis exploitent meme, a l'heure actuelle, 
les difficultes de Ia Grande-Bretagne afin de lui 
imposer une politique nuisible a ses inten!ts 
nationaux. 

A Ia demande des Etats-Unis, appuyee par le 
Royaume-Uni, l'UNRRA a ete dissoute. Le Con­
seil economique et social n'a rien fait pour atti­
rer !'attention sur le dommage ainsi cause a Ia 
paix et a Ia cooperation internationales par 
1' exploitation des secours a des fins politiques; 
il n'a rien fait non plus pour traduire en actes 
Ia resolution de l'Assemblee generate sur les 
secours apres Ia cessation des activites de l'UN 
RRA, ni pour utiliser }'experience appreciable 
de l'UNRRA. 

Discutant le plan Marshall, M. Arutiunian 
declare que M. Molotov, a Paris, et M. Vychin­
sky, a l'Assemblee generale, ont traite de Ia 
position de I'URSS. Les defenseurs du plan 
Marshall a Ia Commission n'ont pu refuter les 
accusations de M. Lange suivant lesquelles le 
plan etait economiquement malsain et creait une 
scission en Europe. Ils se sont bornes a nier 
toute responsabilite de Ia part de leurs pays res­
pectifs en ce qui concerne un plan visant a divi­
ser !'Europe en deux en contre-partie d'une aide 
financiere des Etats-Unis. 

Des Americains responsables du plan ont bien 
reconnu entre eux Ies consequences politiques 
de ce plan, mais ils ne l'ont pas fait au sein des 
conferences internationales . 

Non seulement Ie plan Marshall a fait empirer 
I'etat des relations internationales, mais il a 
aussi pour but de miner !'unite nationale a l'inte­
rieur de chaque pays, de cn!er des luttes intes­
tines et des crises dont les Etats-Unis se pre­
vaudront afin de subordonner ces pays aux 
interets des monopoles americains et de favoriser 
l'expansion economique et politique des Etats­
Unis. II est evident que le secours des Etats­
Unis a ete refuse a Ia Pologne non pas pour des 
raisons humanitaires, mais pour des raisons poli­
tiques, et qu'il a ete accorde au Gouvernement 
monarcho-fasciste de Grece, dans des conditions 
contraires a Ia Charte des Nations Unies, afin 
de faire de ce pays une base militaire des Etats­
Unis. 

Bien qu'on ait fait beaucoup de bruit autour 
du plan Marshall, !'Europe n'a encore w ;u 
aucune aide en vertu de ce plan, et on ne voit 
pas. clairement Ies perspectives d'une aide de ce 
genre. Mais en taut que manceuvre politique, 
il a porte atteinte a Ia paix.

Mr. Arutiunian asked whether the unprece­
dented increase of merchandise stocks on hand 
was not driving the United States to seek export 
outlets. The United States was faced with the 
need to finance an export surplus of eight billion 
dollars in order to prevent a decline in exports 
which might precipitate an economic crisis in 
the United States. The Marshall Plan was thus 
an attempt to suppress a growing United States 
economic crisis. 

United States capital was seeking to form, 
with France and the United Kingdom, a bloc 
hostile to the USSR and other democratic 
countries in Eastern Europe. That policy, em­
bodied in the Truman Doctrine and the Marshall 
Plan, as well as efforts to foment the danger of 
a new war, were harmful to the economic pro­
gress of Europe and the world. 

The USSR had contributed and would con­
tribute to economic co-operation between Europe 
and other countries, based on equal rights, con­
sideration of mutual interests and national sove­
reignty. 

Mr. P . C. CHANG · (China) stated that the 
Economic and Social Council should be the 
responsible body for co-ordinating the work of 
the commissions and specialized agencies and 
should give consideration to the establishment of 
priorities for the various problems with which 
it had to deal. The confusion existing in the 
Council was the result, not of incompetence, but 
of the great number of problems that came up 
before the Council and the limited time available 
for dealing with them. As the structure and 
organization of the Council formed part of 
chapter I of the report of the Economic and 
Social Council and was to be discussed by the 
Joint Second and Third Committees, he would 
not elaborate those points further. 

Chapter II of the report dealt with a wide 
field of economic problems. It was necessary to 
envisage the economies of the world as a whole, 
and to give due consideration to the problems 
of the less-developed areas. 

Mr. PEREZ CuBILLAS (Cuba) congratulated 
the Economic and Social Council on the admir­
able work already accomplished. He felt that an 
important group of problems was connected with 
the development of under-developed countries, 
and regarded the solution of those problems as 
urgent. 

The Latin American countries needed assis­
tance in acquiring machinery and equipment. 
The proposed economic commission for Latin 
America1 could help Latin American countries 
to attain that aim, and that was one important 
reason for establishing such a commission. At 
the same time adequate arrangements would 
have to be made with the International Bank 
for Reconstruction and Development and with 
the International Monetary Fund.

M. P. C. CHANG (Chine) declare que le Con­
seil economique et social doit etre I' organisme

· devrait envisager l'etablissement d'un ordre de 
priorite pour les divers problemes dont il a a 
s'occuper. La confusion qui existe au sein du 
Conseil n'est pas due a !'incompetence mais plu­
tot a Ia multitude de questions dont le Conseil a 
ete saisi et au temps limite dont il a dispose pour 
Jes traiter. Comme Ia structure et !'organisation 
du Conseil font partie du chapitre premier du 
rapport du Conseil economique et social et comme 
elles doivent faire )'objet d'un examen de Ia part 
de la Sous-Commission mixte des Deuxieme et 
Troisieme Commissions, il ne s'etendra pas cia­
vantage sur ce point. 

Le chapitre II du rapport traite de toute une 
serie de problemes economiques. II est neces­
saire d'envisager l'economie du monde dans son 
ensemble, en accordant toute !'attention voulue 
aux problemes qui se posent dans les regions 
economiquement peu developpees. 

M. PEREZ CuBILLAS (Cuba) felicite le Conseil 
economique et social de l'reuvre admirable deja 
accomplie. A son avis, une categorie importante 
de problemes est liee a Ia mise en valeur des pays 
peu developpes et il considere la solution de ces 
problemes comme urgente. 

Les pays de I' Amerique !a tine ont besoin d'une 
aide pour !'acquisition d'outillage et d'equipe­
ment industriel. La commission economique pour 
!'Amerique latine\ dont on propose Ia creation, 
pourrait aider ces pays a atteindre ce but, et c'est 
Ia une raison importante qui milite en faveur de 
la creation de cette commission. Il conviendrait 
en meme temps de conclure des accords appro­
pries avec Ia Banque internationale pour Ia recon­
struction et le developpement et avec le Fonds 
monetaire international.

Certain existing Commissions could also be of 
assistance to Latin American countries. In that 
connexion, he cited the assistance rendered to 
Venezuela in fiscal matters. 

The task of assisting underdeveloped countries 
was in the interests of all nations. It was im­
perative that the United Nations should give 
evidence of practical accomplishments. It was 
in the economic field that the United Nations 
could most easily give proof of its usefulness. 

Mr. GoNZALEZ (Chile) stated that the great 
majority of the Members of the United Nations 
were in favour of the establishment of an econo­
mic commission for Latin America, but that he 
did not propose to submit any formal resolution, 
since he was confident that the procedure esta­
blished by the Economic and Social Council would 
result in appropriat~ action. 

Mr. LANGE (Poland) stated that the Polish 
resolution (document A/C.Z/108) called upon 
all Member States to make use of United Nations 
machinery in solving fundamental economic pro­
blems, but did not preclude the practice of bi­
lateral economic agreements. Problems with far­
reaching international repercussions, such as 
European reconstruction, should, however, be 
dealt with through the United Nations. 

Mr. Lange wished to explain why Poland did 
not participate in the work of the Committee 
on European Economic Co-operation. Poland did 
not feel excluded from the deliberations, but 
absented herself for definite reasons. The pro­
gramme of reconstruction had not been dealt 
with by the Economic Commission for Europe. 
That had not been previously mentioned, since 
Poland took it for granted that it would be re­
cognized that a nation that had been instrumental 
in the establishment of the Economic Commission 
for Europe would object to taking action outside 
that Commission on matters within its compe­
tence. Moreover, the argument that it was ne­
cessary to work outside the Economic Commission 
for Europe because of shortcomings in ECE 
machinery was not convincing, since no alter­
native machinery was available at the time. 

The fundamental reasons for Poland's non­
participation in the Paris Conference, however, 
were the following: 

1. The invitations sent by the inviting 
nations imposed certain organizational condi­
tions on the nations to which they were ex­
tended . . The inviting Powers had reserved 
places for themselves on all four Committees, 
thus assuring a majority for their opinions 
throughout the deliberations. 

2. There was no indication that the proposed 
organization would follow an acceptable method 
of European reconstruction, and that was 
proved true in the report of the Paris Con­
ference. 

The question was closely associated with that 
of the role of Germany in European economy, 
which, before the war, it had dominated. It was

M. GoNzALEZ (Chili), constatant que la grande 
majorite des Membres de !'Organisation des 
Nations Unies est favorable a Ia creation d'une 
commission economique pour l' Amerique Ia tine, 
declare qu'il n'a pas !'intention de presenter de 
resolution formelle a cet egard, car il est per­
suade que Ia procedure instituee par Ie Conseil 
economique et social amenera celui-ci a prendre 
des mesures appropriees. 

M. LANGE ( Pologne) declare que Ia resolution 
de Ia Pologne (document AjC.2j108) invite tous 
les Etats Membres a avoir recours au mecanisme 
rles Nations Unies en vue de resoudre les pro­
blemes economiques essentiels, mais eile n'ecarte 
pas Ia pratique des accords economiques bilate­
raux. Les problemes qui ont des repercussions 
internationales etendues, comme celui de la recon­
struction europeenne, devraient cependant etre 
traites par l'intermediaire de !'Organisation des 
Nations Unies. · 

M. Lange desire exposer les raisons pour les­
quelles !a Pologne n'a pas participe aux travaux 
du Comite de cooperation economique euro­
peenne. La Pologne ne s'est pas consideree 
comme exclue de ces deliberations, mais elle s'est 
abstenue d'y participer pour des raisons preci­
ses. Le programme de reconstruction n'a pas ete 
traite par l'intermediaire de Ia Commission eco­
nomique pour !'Europe. Cela n'a pas ete rele~e 
plus tot car Ia Pologne considerait comme certa1.n 
que l'on admettrait qu'une nation qui avait p~rh­
cipe a !'institution de Ia Commission econmmque 
pour !'Europe s'opposerait a ce qu'on prenne 
en dehors de cette Commission des mesures sur 
des questions relevant de sa competence. Par ail­
leurs, on a pretendu qu'il fallait operer en dehor~ 
de Ia Commission economique pour !'Europe a 
cause des imperfections du mecanisme d~ cette 
Commission; cet argument n'est pas convamcant, 
car on ne disposait pas d'autre mecanisme a cette 
epoque. 

Toutefois les raisons fondamentales pour les­
quelles Ia Pologne n'a pas participe a Ia Confe­
rence de Paris sont les suivantes : 

1. Les invitations envoyees par les nations 
invitantes imposaient aux nations auxquelles 
elles etaient adressees certaines conditions d'or­
ganisation.

2. Rien n'indiquait que !'organisation propo­
see suivrait une methode acceptable pour Ia 
reconstruction europeenne, et cela s'est avere 
exact dans le rapport etabli par Ia Conference

La question est etroitement Iiee a celle du role 

de I'Allemagne dans l'economie e~rol?ee~~e. L'A!­
lemagne, avant Ia guerre, domma1t I econom1e 
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essential that the reconstruction of Europe should 
aim at establishing a balanced European economy. 
The first step in that direction was to grant 
priority to the reconstruction of nations devas­
tated by the aggressor. Mr. Lange did not object 
a priori to the reconstruction of Germany, but 
it.was necessary to ask what kind of Germany, 
politically and socially, was to be reconstructed. 

It was impossible to take any decisions on 
the economic reconstruction of Germany until 
that nation's political future was settled, and it 
was largely for that reason that Poland had 
declined to participate in the Paris deliberations. 

Mr. Lange stated that the programme of the 
Committee on European Economic Co-operation 
reaffirmed his contention of the necessity of 
European economic unity. It was impossible to 
reconstruct Western Europe without reconstruct­
ing Eastern Europe at the same time. The Paris 
report envisaged exports from Eastern Europe. 
The assumption was that Eastern European 
countries had the necessary purchasing-power to 
buy mining and other equipment necessary for 
production. Poland was expected to export coal, 
yet the credit and relief embargo imposed on 
that country long before the Paris Conference 
had not been lifted. 

The policy of concentrating all capital move­
ments in Western Europe was unrealistic. Plan­
ned deliveries from Eastern Europe might not 
materialize, in which case further burdens would 
be thrown on Western Europe and on the supply­
ing countries in America. 

Poland was willing· and able to participate in 
the reconstruction of Europe, and her ability 
to participate depended upon the abandonment 
of the policy of her exclusion from financial 
assistance for reconstruction. 

The Polish representative indicated that the 
Secretariat report, "Financial needs and resources 
of the devastated countries of the United Nations 
in the immediate future, especially in respect of 
their requirements and receipts of freely con­
vertible foreign currency" (document E/576) 
provided a sound basis for a broad policy of 
European reconstruction. 

He appealed to all Member Governments to 
make full use of the regional machinery of the 
United Nations for the development of recon­
struction programmes. 

Mr. PANIKKAR (India) felt that the fear of 
industrialized countries that the development of 
backward areas would lead to unemployment 
and loss of trade to themselves was unfounded, 
since it was the industrialized, not the backward, 
countries which were the heavy importers of 
commodities. A rise in the standard of living 
in one area invariably led to prosperity in others. 

He commended the Economic and Social Coun­
cil for recognizing that the industrial weakness 
of certain productive areas was a source of weak­
ness for all, as well as a danger to world peace. 
The economic development of undeveloped areas 
was one of the obligations imposed by the Charter 
of the United Nations.

M. Lange declare que le programme du Comite 
de cooperation economique europeenne confirme 
son opinion sur la necessite d'une unite econo­
mique europeenne. I1 est impossible de recon­
struire !'Europe occidentale sans reconstruire en 
meme temps !'Europe orientale. Le rapport de 
Paris prevoit des exportations de !'Europe orien­
tale. Cela presume que les pays de !'Europe 
orientale disposent du pouvoir d'achat necessaire 
pour acquerir l'equipement minier et industriel 
necessaire a la production. On escompte que la 
Pologne exportera du charbon et cependant le 
blocus impose a ce pays, bien avant la Conference 
de Paris, au point de vue du credit et de !'assis­
tance, n'a pas ete leve. 

La politique qui consiste a faire converger tous 
les mouvements de capitaux vers l'Europe occi­
dentale ne tient pas compte des rcalites. Les 
Iivraisons envisagees en provenance de !'Europe 
orientaJe pourraient ne pas avoir lieu, et, dans 
ce cas, une charge plus lourde serait imposee a 
!'Europe occidentale et aux pays fournisseurs 
d'Amerique. 

La Pologne est disposee a participer a Ia recon­
struction de !'Europe et elle est en mesure de le 
faire, mais ses possibilites de participation sont 
subordonnees a !'abandon de Ia politique qui con­
siste a l'exclure de !'assistance financiere en vue 
de Ia reconstruction. 

Le representant de Ia Pologne indique que le 
rapport du Secretaire general: "Ressources et 
besoins financiers immediats des pays devastes 
Membres de !'Organisation des Nations Unies, 
et notamment recettes et besoins de ces pays en 
devises etrangeres librement convertibles" ( docu­
ment E/576), constitue une base saine pour une 
large politique de reconstruction europeenne. 

II invite taus les Gouvernements Membres a 
utiliser pleinement le mecanisme regional de 
!'Organisation des Nations Unies pour !'elabora­
tion de leurs programmes de reconstruction. 

M. PANIKKAR (In de) estime qu.e la crainte 
eprouvee par les pays industrialises de voir le 
developpement des regions peu evoluees aboutir 
pour eux a du chomage et a une reduction du 
volume de leurs echanges n'est pas fondee, car 
ce sont Ies pays industrialises, et non les pays 
peu evolues, qui sont les plus gros importateurs. 
Une elevation du niveau de vie dans une region 
entraine invariablement Ia prosperite des autres. 

II approuve Ie Conseil economique et social 
d'avoir reconnu que Ia faiblesse industrielle de 
certaines regions productrices est une source de 
faiblesse pour tous et un danger pour Ia paix du 
monde. Le developpement economique des regions 
peu developpees est I'une des obligations impor­
tantes imposees par la Charte des Nations Unies. 



The representative of India included scientific 
agriculture in his concept of industrial develop­
ment. Food production was the primary industry 
of man, and the improvement of techniques in 
that field was at all times a matter of first 
importance. 

It would not be possible for undeveloped areas, 
and countries which were compelled to develop 
in an unbalanced fashion by political subordina­
tion; to raise their standards of living to higher 
levels without international co-operation. 

Mr. Panikkar supported the proposals for the 
establishment of economic commissions for Latin 
America and for the Middle East, and set as a 
model the Economic Commission for Asia and 
the Far East, in which the principles of both 
regionalism and international co-operation were 
applied. 

Free trade without tariff barriers was an ideal 
condition, but it was not practicable in the 
present condition of world economy. The Indian 
delegation, however, had no objection to specia­
lized agencies examining the problem and giving 
expert advice to the Governments concerned. 

Mr. Panikkar emphasized the importance of 
a sound statistical basis for economic and in­
dustrial policies; he commended the F AO for 
its valuable work; and he added that, in the 
Indian Government's opinion, governmental con­
trols over the distribution and consumption of 
food were necessary as long as the acute food 
shortage continued. He urged the approval of 
chapter II of the Council's report. 

The CHAIRMAN stated · that the discussion was 
closed.

M. Panikkar appuie les propositions concer­
nant la creation de commissions economiques 
pour 1' Amerique Ia tine et pour le Moyen Orient 
et il cite comme exemple Ia Commission economi­
que pour I' Asie et !'Extreme-Orient, dans la(fuelle 
on a applique Ies deux principes de regionalisme 
et de cooperation internationale. 

La Iiberte du commerce, sans barrieres doua­
nieres, est un ideal qui n'est pas realisable dans 
la situation actuelle de l'economie du monde. La 
delegation de l'Inde n'a cependant pas d'objection 
a ce que des institutions specialisees examinent 
le probleme et donnent des avis qualifies aux 
Gouvernements interesses. 

M. Panikkar insiste sur l'importance d'une ba,se 
statistique saine pour la politique economique et 
industrielle. II fait l'eloge de l'OAA pour !'oeuvre 
utile qu'elle a accomplie et il ajoute que, de l'avis 
du Gouvernement de l'Inde, il faudra conserver 
les controles gouvernementaux sur la distribu­
tion et la consommation des denrees alimentaires 
tant que subsistera une penurie aigue de ces den­
rees. II demanae instamment a la Commission 
d'approuver le chapitre II du rapport du Con­
seil.
