Eleccion de los miembros del Comité Asesor del
Consejo de Derechos Humanos*

Nota del Secretario General

1. Conforme a la resolucién 5/1 del Consejo de Derechos Humanos, los miembros del
Comite Asesor del Consejo de Derechos Humanos, compuesto por 18 expertos que actlan a
titulo personal y cuyas candidaturas son propuestas por los Estados Miembros de las
Naciones Unidas tras la celebracion de consultas con sus instituciones nacionales de derechos
humanos y con organizaciones de la sociedad civil, seran elegidos por el Consejo, en votacion
secreta, de la lista de candidatos que se hayan propuesto con arreglo a los requisitos
acordados.

2. La distribucién geogréfica de los miembros sera la siguiente:
a) Cinco de Estados de Africa;
b) Cinco de Estados de Asia y el Pacifico;
c) Dos de Estados de Europa Oriental;
d) Tres de Estados de América Latina y el Caribe;
e) Tres de Estados de Europa Occidental y otros Estados.

3. En su sexto periodo de sesiones, el Consejo de Derechos Humanos aprobé la
decisién 6/102 sobre el seguimiento de su resolucion 5/1, en la que expuso los requisitos
técnicos y objetivos para la presentacién de candidaturas, que incluyen:

a) Competencia y experiencia reconocidas en la esfera de los derechos humanos;
b) Gran integridad moral;
c) Independencia e imparcialidad.

4, Al seleccionar a los candidatos, los Estados Miembros deben aplicar las siguientes
directrices sobre los requisitos técnicos y objetivos para la presentacion de sus candidatos:
a) Competencia y experiencia:

i) Estudios académicos en derechos humanos o esferas conexas y/o experiencia
y conocimiento de las funciones de liderazgo en materia de derechos humanos a nivel
nacional, regional o internacional;

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i) Experiencia sustancial (por lo menos cinco afios) y contribuciones personales
en la esfera de los derechos humanos;

iii)  Conocimientos del sistema de las Naciones Unidas y de los mandatos y las
politicas institucionales relacionados con la labor en la esfera de los derechos
humanos, asi como conocimiento de los instrumentos, las normas y las disciplinas
internacionales relativos a los derechos humanos; serd preferible que el candidato
tenga familiaridad con los distintos ordenamientos juridicos y las distintas culturas;

iv)  Dominio de por lo menos uno de los idiomas oficiales de las Naciones Unidas;

V) Tiempo suficiente para cumplir la labor del Comité Asesor de manera efectiva,
asistiendo a sus periodos de sesiones y desarrollando las actividades encomendadas
entre periodos de sesiones;

b) Gran integridad moral;

C) Independencia e imparcialidad: quedaran excluidas las personas que ocupen
cargos de decision en Gobiernos o en cualquier organizacion o entidad que pudieren dar lugar
a un conflicto de intereses con las responsabilidades inherentes al mandato; los miembros
elegidos del Comité Asesor actuaran a titulo personal;

d) Otras consideraciones: se respetard el principio de no acumulacion simultdnea
de funciones de derechos humanos.

5. Al elegir a los miembros del Comité Asesor, el Consejo de Derechos Humanos
prestara la debida atencion al equilibrio de género y a una adecuada representacion de las
diferentes culturas y sistemas juridicos.

6. En su séptimo periodo de sesiones, el Consejo de Derechos Humanos llevo a cabo la
primera eleccion de los 18 miembros del Comité Asesor: 4 miembros fueron elegidos por un
mandato de 1 afio, 7 por un mandato de 2 afios y 7 por un mandato de 3 afios.

7. En su 51° periodo de sesiones, de conformidad con su programa de trabajo anual, el
Consejo de Derechos Humanos celebraré tres elecciones para nombrar a nueve miembros del
Comite Asesor:

a) Una eleccidn ordinaria, en la que se elegira a siete miembros para sustituir a
aquellos cuyo mandato expira el 30 de septiembre de 2022 a partir de una lista de candidatos
propuestos por los Estados Miembros (véase la secc. | infra);

b) Una eleccion parcial para cubrir una vacante imprevista debido al fallecimiento
de un miembro del Comité Asesor del Consejo de Derechos Humanos en mayo de 2022, a
partir de una lista de candidatos propuestos por los Estados Miembros (véase la secc. Il infra);

c) Una eleccion parcial para cubrir una vacante imprevista debido a la renuncia
de un miembro del Comité Asesor del Consejo de Derechos Humanos en julio de 2022,
apartir de una lista de candidatos propuestos por los Estados Miembros (véase la
secc. Il infra).

8. De conformidad con el parrafo 71 de la resolucion 5/1 del Consejo de Derechos
Humanos, la lista de candidatos se cerrara dos meses antes de la fecha de la eleccion, y la
Secretaria pondra dicha lista y la informacidn pertinente a disposicién de los Estados
Miembros y del pablico por lo menos un mes antes de la eleccién.

1 De esos siete miembros, un miembro del Grupo de los Estados de Africa, Mona Omar, dimitié en
enero de 2022 tras haber sido elegida en diciembre de 2021 por la Asamblea General para el Foro
Permanente de Afrodescendientes, y un miembro del Grupo de los Estados de Europa Oriental, lurii
Kolesnikov, falleci6 en abril de 2022. Esos dos puestos estan, por tanto, vacantes en la actualidad.

9. El 21 de abril de 2022, la Secretaria del Consejo de Derechos Humanos dirigié una
nota verbal a los coordinadores regionales interesados para alentar a la presentacion de
propuestas de candidaturas, y los informé de que la fecha limite para la presentacién de
candidaturas era el 8 de junio de 2022.

10.  De las 7 vacantes, 2 corresponden a Estados de Africa, 2 a Estados de Asia y el
Pacifico, 1 a Estados de Europa Oriental, 1 a Estados de América Latinay el Caribey 1 a
Estados de Europa Occidental y otros Estados.

11.  El 8 de junio de 2022, la Secretaria del Consejo de Derechos Humanos dirigié una
nota verbal a los coordinadores regionales interesados para informarlos de que la fecha limite
para la presentacion de candidaturas se habia ampliado hasta el 24 de junio de 2022.

12.  La Secretaria recibio siete candidaturas para la eleccion de 2022 a los puestos de
miembro del Comité Asesor, procedentes de los Gobiernos de Argelia, Angola, China, Qatar,
Eslovenia, Espafiay el Uruguay.
