Wherea,, by General Assembly resolution 66(1) 
adopted on 14 December 1946, seventy-four 
territories were enumerated, in accordance with 
the declarations of the responsible Governments, 
as falling within the scope of Article 7 3 e, 

Whereaa some of the responsible Governments 
concerned have not transmitted information on 
certain of these territories in 19/i 7 and in 1948 
wit~o~t furnishing any explanation for such 
orruss10n, 

The General Assembly 

1. Welcome, any development of self-govern­
ment that may have taken place subsequent to 
the passing of General Assembly resolution 66 (I) 
in any of the territories enumerated therein; 

2. Considers that, having regard to the provi­
sions of Chapter XI of the Charter, it is essential 
that the United Nations be informed of any change 
in the constitutional position and status of any 
such territory as a result of which the responsible 
Government concerned thinks it unnecessary to 
transmit information in respect of that •territory 
under Article 7 3 e of the Charter; and 

3. Requests the Members concerned to com­
municate to the Secretary-General, within a 
maximum period of six months, such informa­
tion as may be appropriate pursuant to the preced­
ing paragraph, including the constitution, legis­
lative act or executive order providing for the 
government of the territory and the constitu­
tional relationship of the territory to the Govern­
ment of the metropolitan country.

224 (III). Administrative unions affect­
ing Trust Territories 

The General Assembly, 

Mindful that one of the basic objectives of the 
Trusteeship System is to promote the political, 
economic, social and educational advancement 
of the Trust Territories, and their progressive 
development towards self-government or inde­
pendence, 

Noting that the Trusteeship Agreements for 
some of these Territories authorize the Adminis­
tering Authority concerned to constitute the 
Territory into a customs, fiscal or administrative 
union or federation with adjacent territories 
under its sovereignty or control and to establish 
common services between the Trqst Territory 
and such adjacent territories, where such mea­
sures are not inconsistent with the basic objec­
tives of the Trusteeship System and with the 
terms of the Trusteeship Agreement, 

Recognizing that, in certain circumstances, such 
unions may be in the interests of the inhabitants 
of the Territory concerned, 

Recalling that the General Assembly approved 
these Agreements upon the assurance of the Ad­
ministering Powers that they do not consider the 
terms of the relevant articles in the Trusteeship 
Agreements (( as giving powers to the Administer­
ing Authorit}· to 11stablish any form of political 
association between the Trust Territories res­
pectively administered by them and adjacent 
territories which wonld imolrn annexation of the 
Trust Territories in any s1•nse or would have the 
effect of cxtini:;uishiu;; their statns as Trust 
Territories" 1,
