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Examples of two gender-sensitive and -responsive
interventions of projects approved during the reporting
period

[English only]

1. The following showcases two examples of AF-funded projects that have integrated
gender considerations into project design and implementation.

2. Project in El Salvador for enhancing climate resilience of rural communities and
ecosystems in Ahuachapan-Sur, with 30,211 direct beneficiaries in San Francisco Menendez,
of which 51 per cent are women (6,396 households out of which 1,152 are headed by women)
and 34,492 women in the wider Ahuachapan-Sur region:

(@)  The project aims to ensure women’s participation in community restoration
activities by ensuring that dissemination of the call for proposals reaches women-led
associations that are active in the area and including a local stakeholder map that is gender
sensitive in all community restoration plans to include women’s priorities and views in land
management. It includes capacity-building for all 16 cooperatives favouring women
producers in the area and training of local women’s associations so that they become active
participants in the climate change monitoring process and have the capacity to understand
the information being derived from it;

(b)  The project also aims to ensure that women play an important role in the
development of local seed banks and will be represented within each seed bank guardianship
committee established, considering that women have an important role in the collection of
seeds as a means to rescue ancestral knowledge. While establishing a council for dialogue at
the territorial level to strengthen local governance, the project will ensure women’s
participation and representation, with at least 30 per cent of council members being women.

3. Project in Sierra Leone for promoting climate resilience in the cocoa and rice sectors,
which directly benefits 50,000 smallholder farmers, rice producers and cocoa producers, of
which at least 40 per cent are women and 40 per cent are youth. Considering that women and
youth are key actors of the rice and cocoa chain but have limited access to land and few land
rights and are often not sufficiently represented in land decision-making institutions, the
project launched several gender-responsive activities: actively involving women and youth
in all components and levels of decision-making within the project; encouraging the
submission of business proposals from women-led groups; requiring female-headed
households with recognized access entitlement to farm tree crops as primary farmers to
comprise 30 per cent of the selected beneficiaries; setting 10 per cent of the female quota for
vulnerable women without recourse to necessary land security needed for tree crop farming;
ensuring women hold at least 30-40 per cent of leadership posts in the farmer apex
organizations and project management teams; setting access to land by women and youth as
a precondition for a community selection and participation; considering women’s available
time and venue constraints in organizing meetings or events; training illiterate rural women
in setting up small businesses in rural solar electrification; establishing day-care facilities for
women; and ensuring men’s inclusion in sensitization activities.

Communications

1. When approving its new resource mobilization target for the biennium 2020-2021,
the AFB also requested its secretariat to highlight, in its communications and outreach
activities, how the overall adaptation funding needs according to the strategic priorities of
the AF as set out in its MTS have increased and how this is reflected in the increased need
for support by the AF. The AF highlighted record demand for projects and showcased its
work in the growing number of programmes through targeted communication products for
its virtual Contributor Dialogue and other high-profile events. This contributed to the AFB,
raising USD 16 million in new pledges and almost meeting its resource mobilization target
of USD 120 million.

2. During the reporting period the AFB, supported by its secretariat, produced and
disseminated a steady stream of quality content about the work of the AF that continued to
raise the profile of the AF and keep it in relevant news cycles. Strong growth took place
across the diverse communications platforms and innovative multimedia products of the
AF to expand its reach to targeted audiences.

3. Targeted communication products included 17 original press releases, two graphic
project stories in multiple languages, four original stories with media partner Climate Home
News, 10 videos, four Flickr photo albums, five podcasts and six brochures. The AF also
innovated by producing engaging video, such as its first 360-degree video and drone
footage of AF projects.

4, The communication products highlighted key timely themes of the work of the AF
in implementing its MTS, including innovation and learning, readiness, accreditation,
results-based management, locally led adaptation, nature-based solutions, youth
engagement, regional approaches, and ways projects have adapted and built broader
resilience amid the COVID-19 pandemic.

5. The AF was also featured in 458 press stories around the world (a significant
increase from 400 in the previous year), including 71 in Spanish and 39 in French.

6. To allow AF stakeholders to follow the work of the AFB, the AF made available
eight video recordings of the AFB meetings in the reporting period (from the second session
of the 35" meeting and the 36™ meeting) and implemented several website upgrades to
enhance its user-friendliness.

7. The AF digital channels continued to grow during the reporting period, including
the number of AF website users (24 per cent increase over 2020), page views (12.4 per cent
increase) and new users (23.3 per cent increase). In social media, the AF reached nearly
18,000 followers on Twitter (an increase of 2,733 followers from 2020) and had 712,000
impressions while posting 617 tweets during the year. Facebook followers reached nearly
12,000, while LinkedIn followers grew to 1,648. The reach of AF news, video and podcasts
was further multiplied by partners such as the UNFCCC, Climate Home News and IEs.

8. The AF collaborated with partners on joint communication materials, such as for the
launch of the Adaptation Fund Climate Innovation Accelerator, as well as joint outreach
with other climate funds to build resilience amid the pandemic.

The efficiency of the operations of the AF has been recognized by previous independent evaluations, including the
second phase of the overall evaluation, finalized in June 2018, which found (1) the AF is efficient in managing
accreditation and project cycle processes. Even as the volume of accreditation applications and project proposals has
increased, the AFB secretariat has maintained its efficiency; (2) the AF has a clear advantage in efficient project
approval processes. Compared with other climate funds, it has the smallest secretariat, which is indicative of cost
efficiency; and (3) projects in general are delivered on time, although implementation delays affect overall time frames
and can lead to revisions of activities.

The AFB has continued to engage with subnational actors and the private sector through its portfolio of projects and
programmes, which includes the use of microfinance schemes, weather-based insurance arrangements, involvement
with local industry groups and farmers in adaptation projects (e.g. see projects in Djibouti, Argentina, Georgia, Peru
and Senegal). In addition, the AF is closely collaborating with the WMO on the theme of climate services.

As part of the implementation of its MTS, the AFB supports countries in scaling up effective adaptation projects and
programmes with support from other climate funds and finance channels, including the private sector.

The new innovation facility of the AF that was established under the MTS provides further opportunities for
subnational and private sector actors to engage in proposals for innovation funding.

ASSET MIX

20.  The undisbursed cash balance of the AF Trust Fund is maintained in a commingled
investment portfolio (“Pool”) for all trust funds managed by IBRD. Funds are managed such
that the expected maximum loss, as measured by the CVaR, in the worst 1% of cases will not
exceed 0.25% at the portfolio’s investment horizon.
