The office of President Abdiweli has
consistently declined to cooperate with the Monigr with regards to its
investigations into Al-Shabaaf®.In many instances, this has been through hindering
investigations by offering protection to persons ioferest44 and in one case
abetting the activities of an Al-Shabaab regionafrinyat” who had infiltrated the
Puntland Security Forces (PSF) as part of a testoattack against a regional
Member State in late 2013.

18. The Puntland authorities hindrance is indioatof its apparent unwillingness
to robustly address the threat of Al-Shabdalikewise, the Monitoring Group has
observed an increased presence and movement oh&b&b Northeast (ASNE)
throughout Puntland, in particular the regions @riB Mudug and Nuga&? There
are four potential reasons for the increased presef Al-Shabaab in Puntland.

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Annex 3.1: Threats to peace and security in theo®l region

1. The Monitoring Group previously reportedS/2013/413 annex 5.5) on
political and clan tensions in the Sool region oftheastern Somalia, parts of which
have been claimed by the authorities in Puntlandl @omaliland, and parts of which
are also subject to overlapping claims by competailgcompanies licensed by
Puntland and Somaliland. In addition, the MonitgriGroup reported on rival
territorial claims by the self-declared state of é&lmo, a political organization
drawn principally from thédhulbahanteclan, which has stated its opposition to any
oil industry activity in territory it claims as wehs its intention to liberate Sool
region, in particular the capital Lascanod, fronmtadiland forces.

2.  Over the course of 2013, the Government of Sdaral embarked on a

co-option strategy ofDhulbahante elders and clan militid, thereby weakening

baseline support for Khatumo. Meanwhile, Khatumsoatame under pressure by
the Government of Puntland. In November 2013, vioke erupted in the northern
Sool province of Taleex, when leaders of Khatumterapted to hold a political

conference there but were disrupted by clan milbi@ered by the then Vice-
President of Puntland, who had stationed his troogarby (see strictly confidential
annex 8.2 for a case study on killing of civiliainsTaleex).

3. Since the election of Abdiwelli Mohamed Ali Gaas President of Puntland in
January 2014, it appears that Puntland has reveitedoutright hostility to
Khatumo, absorbing former Khatumo leaders into Goweeng and co-opting
others to break from Khatumo.

As these events
continued into 2014 (still ongoing by August 201#)e Monitoring Group is deeply
concerned that the situation in the Shabelle regien and particularly in Lower
Shabelle — is constituting a wider threat to peand security, which risks spilling
over to other regions, including the capital reg@frBanaadir (Mogadishu) and Bay
region (Baidoa), and complicates the ongoing cagpaigainst Al-Shabaab.

18. A combination of inter-linked factors appear bave shaped a spoilers
complex, or a resurgence of a new form of “warlpdlitics”, including the alleged
active involvement of senior SNA officers and seldi in the violence, leakages of
SNA arms to clan-based militias, use of misappratgd Government funds to fuel
the conflict, driven by business interests in cajity land and attempts to violently
influence the future formation of federal states.

Lower Shabelle3

19. The current conflict grew out of the offensiagainst Al-Shabaab in Lower
Shabelle in May 2012, which saw the Somali Governtraand its allies seize Afgooye
on 25 May 20124 Marka was captured on 27 August 2012 and Wanla nMery

7 October 2012. Janaale on the border betweenisttigcts of Marka and Qoryooley
was seized on 14 February 2013. Thereafter, theneife came to a halt. As the newly
established Federal Government of Somalia (FGSylsioto extend its authority in the
region, tensions arose between ie/Biimaal andHawiye/Haber Gedirclans, which
had been dormant since Al-Shabaab took controloafdr Shabelle in 2008.

20. The tensions between the historically indigendiimaal clans and the
Hawiye/Haber Gedircclans, considered to be (except for certain sams) newcomers
to the regiorg> stem from the military putsch of thHawiye-based faction, the

TH@ber Gedir exploited their
military supremacy to take control of the former v@onment farmlands and the
lucrative banana plantations, and to dominate anxdhe trade and business sectors,
as well as the distribution of international aidahgh local NGOs.

21. Therefore, thd&iimaal clans, in particular, were concerned that the rodfee
against Al-Shabaab would be exploited by thaber Gedir/Ayrand Sa’ad clans to
regain the political power and control over farndanthey lost when Al-Shabaab
took over Lower Shabelle by 2009, and with it cagsthe social and economic
marginalization of the weaker communities. Theiarf@f a return ofHaber Gedir
influence was fuelled as it became clear that thainmSNA fighting force
(3rd Brigade) leading the offensive involved marfitlee sameHaber Gedirfighters
that had dominated Lower Shabelle in the past, dasad with its commander
General Mohamed Roble Jim'aale “Gobaléfaber Gedir/Ay}, who controlled the
Haber Gedirmilitias between Kismayo and Mogadishu from 1962005, together
with the Haber Gedir/Ayr “warlord”, Yusuf Mohamed Siyad Indha’ade (see
S/2013/413 annex 3.3). However, th8iimaal were determined not to let this
happen again, as thBiimaal now too were seeking to gain the power over the
region to benefit from its agricultural resourcés,particular from the potential of
the banana plantations.

22. The appointment of new interim district admtrasions in February-March
2013 by then Minister of Interior and National Sety Abdikarim Hussein Guled
(Haber Gedir/Sa’ad) (see strictly confidential axné.4), reinforced Biimaal
concerns. Although, Biimaal, Mohamed Osman Yarisow, was appointed as the new
District Commissioner (DC) for Marka, it was cle#lnat administrations were
placed firmly undeHaber Gedircontrol, as 70 percent of the new commissioners
would be from non-indigenous clans, and the enSeeurity sector came under
Hawiye in particular Haber Gedir/Ayr control. Hence, the Regional Security

from the Digil/Garre clan, he does not enjoBiimaal confidence as they consider
him to be allied withHawiye interests in Lower ShabelR®. Local clan elders and
the replaced DC of Marka, Mohamed Ali Okadiifnaal), reportedly complained to
then FGS Prime Minister, Abdi Farah Shirdon, thia¢ SNAHaber Gedirforces
were trying to intimidate his people and warnedtttiee Biimaal were prepared to
defend themselves against such attempts if theyimoed and if the Government
failed to intervene.

23. Increasingly through 2013, disputes occurredrdand and taxation. These are
key elements in controlling the agricultural resmes in Lower Shabelle, as
dominance of the plantations, especially the ban@aatations, and taxation of the
transport of products to ports in Marka and Moghadisconstitute the primary

24. In March 2013, FGS Prime Minister Shirdon oeteithe establishment of a
pro-Government civil police force drawn from loceabmmunities. In Marka, the
majority of this force was believed to lRiimaal. However, as the formal police
forces and the SNA were dominated by tHaber Gedir tensions developed with
the civil police force, resulting in a number ofigkishes. Complicating the
situation further was the increase in incidents meh®gue SNA soldiers andawiye
clan-based militias in SNA uniforms committed crisnesuch as extortion, armed
robberies, torture and arrest of locals accused sopporting Al-Shabaab.
Al-Shabaab, in turn would seek to exploit the tensi and infiltrate FGS/AMISOM-
allied authorities and the SNA.

25. In July 2013, a sharp escalation of the tersioncurred wherBiimaal and
Haber Gedir/Ayr SNA soldiers broke ranks and clashed in Markaritist after
which the conflict deteriorated considerably, trging cycles of revenge killings,
violent clashes, and attacks on civilians, farms apttlements, which resuscitated
old grievances between the clan communities stergnfiiam the “clan-cleansing”
that unfolded in southern Somalia during the eailil war from 1991 to 19938
However, describing the current conflict as beingtvieen theHaber Gedir and
Biimaal is an over-simplification of a complex, which idbaut control of land
resources and trade, political power and clan idg&® Although, clan conflicts are
widespread in Somalia, the current situation in kowShabelle is driven by a
combination of several factors, entailing land isim, political, social, and
economic marginalization, and human rights viola&8°
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According to a confidential United Nations repdeted 5 June 2013, the economic resources in
Lower Shabelle were controlled by powerfd@dwiyeclan families who migrated from the
central parts of the country. Théaber Gedirclan militias confiscated fertile land, and forced
unarmed groups, in particular tBanty to work for them on the plantations. The more
profitable businesses are still in the hands of#&itawiyebusiness families. From 1992 to
2006, Ahmed Dualle Gelle “HaafHaber Gedir/Sa’ayl, Haji Abukar Omar Adani

22 July 2013, a group dflaber Gedir SNA forces were ambushed by a group of
Biimaal soldiers. TheHaber Gedircommander had previously been injured in a
clash between the same groups in November 201ethliation later the same day,
another group ofHaber GedirSNA forces attacked thBiimaal SNA forces. Three
soldiers were killed and two others (including tregional chief of intelligence)
were injured. On 25 July 2013, armddaber Gedir militias attackedBiimaal
militias at Ceel-Wareegow, to avenge tiWaber Gedirmen killed on 23 July 2013.
On 26 July 2013, a delegation led by FGS Interind &ational Security Minister
Guled was sent to Lower Shabelle region to initittks between thélaber Gedir
and Biimaal. A ceasefire was reportedly agreed upon. Earler same dayHaber
Gedir and Biimaal clan militias had clashed in Muuri village, whee¢ least

6 people were killed in the fighting.

27. On 28 August 2013, thdaber Gedirstrongly opposed the appointment of a
Biimaal as finance officer of Janaale village by the FG®&vé&nor of Lower
Shabelle Region, Abdulkadir Mohamed Nur “Sidi”.

28. On 30 August 2013, Minister of Interior Gulexhd Lower Shabelle Governor
Nur arrived in Marka to support the implementatioh the agreement reached
between theHaber Gedir and Biimaal over the management of the local
administration and security forces. However, thaiefd to enforce the decision to
remove all illegal road-blocks along the Afgooye+Ma road. Neither was a
proposal for integrating local militias into the 8Nand transfer them to more
remote areas implemented.

29. In September 2013, a promineBiimaal elder, Mohamud Osman Sablaale,
was killed in the city of Marka by militias of YuuMMohamed Siyad Indha’ade,
reportedly because of his out-spoken criticism wdHa'ade and hislaber Gedir
militias.

30. The next major eruption of clan clashes ocaliiremid-November 2013. On
15 November 2013, SNA forcebléber Gedi) clashed withBiimaal clan militias in
Janaale over a tax dispute. Following the clashtlom next day, the residents of
Janaale staged a demonstration demanding the Sh&ddeave the village. On the
same day, 16 November 2013, a related shootingdémti occurred at 8iimaal
manned checkpoint at Ceel-wareegow, where the imistopped a mini-bus and
ordered two SNA soldiers out of the vehicle. TheASNrces based in Janaale later
joined the battle. On 17 November 2013, SMAaber Gedirforces clashed with
Biimaal militias at K50 airstrip and village and at Buufd®acaad. The next day,
18 November 2013Biimaal militias killed 4 Haber Gedirmen at K50 in revenge
for their losses in the clashes the day before, y@tdanother major clash broke out,
reportedly involving looting and burnings. Thisadk not only resulted in killing of
civiians and burning of the village but it reinfoed clan hostilities, and as a
consequence rallied tH&imaal together.

31. In aradio interview, the head of the K50 vika Abdullahi Wafow Biimaal),
accused Yusuf Mohamed Siyad Indha’ade, the formarlavd of Lower Shabelle
region, of being responsible for the attack, and Kdling, attacking and chasing
innocent civilians3® General Mohamed Roble Jimale Gobale, Commandethef

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Qaafow, led the attack on K50. Governor of LoweraBélle Nur confirmed that
Somali military force commanders deliberately altea the local population. The
attack triggered strong condemnation fr@ir Members of Parliament arigiimaal
traditional leaders claiming that the SNA forcesdhaeen killing and terrorizing
civilians. On 20 November 2013, Minister of InteriGuled visited K50 and met
with the Regional Governor of Lower Shabelle Nundatraditional elders. The
Minister promised that the Government would condadull investigation into the
events. However, the tensions remained and spreadetv locations as SNA
attackedBiimaal militias in Uguniji.

32. By mid-December 2013, the situation detericdatgyain as serious clashes
broke out and revenge killings occurred in sevdoalations, leading to civilians
driven from their homes, rape and other human sghblations. On 13 December
2013,Haber Gedirand Biimaal militias clashed in Aybutey/Gumesi Diid in a land
dispute. The fighting lasted three days and attl&é&speople were killed and more
than 30 others were injured. Land disputes alsggtied clashes on 15 December
2013 betweerHaber Gedirand Biimaal militias in Janaale and Busley Da'ud. On
16 December 2013, the fighting spread to K50, whire fighting continued for
three days and resulted in the killing of reportedt least seven civilians, extensive
burning of dwellings and the flight of the majoritgf the populatior82 On
19 December 2013, clashes erupted at Kali-Caafim&@ad 18 December 2013 the
UN Special Representative of the Secretary-Genéoal Somalia Nicolas Kay
warned that the conflicts in Lower and Middle Shiédecould “threaten the
country’s progress towards peace and stability el as the rights of thousands of
affected citizens.” He particularly identified th#tose affected by the attacks and
evictions from “productive farm land” were from “sther or minority clans and
communities”33 On 25 December 2013, the FGS Minister of Deferddrdulkarim
Figi, declared that a peace agreement betwéaber Gedirand Biimaal had been
achieved, that SNA forces had cleared all illeghéakpoints along the Afgooye-
Marka road, and that additional soldiers had beeplayed to K50 to keep the
peace.

33. However, the peace did not last long into tleevryear. On 25 January 2014,
two Biimaal clansmen were killed near Busley Da'ud Hgber Gedir militias. In
response, the DC of Marka, Yarisow, declared tihat December peace agreement
had been violated by thidaber Gedir On 30 January 2014, new clashes between
the Biimaal andHaber Gedirbroke out in Janaale, and continued for three daps
unknown number of people were killed and injuretheTfighting spread to Busley
Da'ud, asBiimaal militias burnt a farm owned by a member of thaber Gedir The
fighting lasted for three days. On 19 February 20fighting broke out again in
Busley Da'ud, subsiding until 8 March 2014, whékaber Gedir and Biimaal
militias engaged in heavy fighting for three d&ys.

in a conference in Baidoa that elected a Presidedt Government for the disputed

Southwestern State of Somalia (six regions stalbe new FGS Prime Minister,

Abdiweli Sheikh Ahmed Narehar, subsequently released a statement condemning

the assassinations, sending condolences to theliésmof the slain elders, and
indicating that the Government would launch an stigation into the murders.
Although both the Prime Minister and the Police Gwissioner for Bay region
blamed Al-Shabaab, this was categorically deniedbghabaab.

35. On 21 April 2014, Abdullahi Wafow'Biimaal militia attacked an SNA convoy
near K50. The level of erosion of public trust imetfunction and loyalties of the
SNA was illustrated by the fact that later the femmK50 Chairman publically
justified the attack — in which combatants werdddl and civilians injured — on
the grounds that the soldiers were not Somali Gowemnt solders but “armed
robbers.B37

36. Yet another serious deterioration of the sitwatoccurred on 25 April 2014,
when 5Biimaal worshippers were killed and four injured (two d&&tn children) in
the Mosque of Muri, reportedly by a group of gunm@nSNA uniforms38 The
incident raised several counter accusations. Biraal accused thélaber Gedirof
being behind the killing8° The Haber Gedirand SNA denied involvement, and
instead pointed to Al-Shabaab disguised as SNAismddin an attempt to incite
inter-clan violence. The following day, twidaber Gedirclansmen were killed by
suspectediimaal militias near Bufow, Marka District, likely in ratiation for the
mosque attack. On 27 April 2014, another attackadiosque at K50 took place, in
which severaBiimaal clansmen were killed. This time the blame fell Adlngal clan
militias.

37. On 7 May 2014Haber Gedirand Biimaal militias clashed again at K50 and
Ceel-Wareegow. The inter-clan fighting extendedttiar to Buufow Bacaad and
other villages along the main road to Shalaambaod.9 May 2014, theHaber
Gedir launched an attack again®iimaal militias at the outskirts of Marka.

Eventually theHaber Gedir took over the town. The attack effectively ousted

The following day, on
10 May 2014, tensions rose in Shalaambood as Yariaonounced that he had
dismissed the DC in Shalambood, Nuur Jiidod¥alper Gedi), in order to appoint
a new one.

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jurisdiction of Marka District, hence he could rapé the DC. On 11 May 2014,
Haber Gedirmilitias committed a revenge killing ofBiimaal man at Busley Da'ud.
On 13 May 2014, in retaliation for the killing inuBley Da’ud,Biimaal militias
killed a Haber Gedirmini-bus driver at Ceel Jaale. Nuur Jiidow, theumbent DC
of Shalambood, blamed these killings on Yarisow EFC of Marka.

38. The cycles of revenge killings continued intmd. On 2 June 2014, thaber
Gedir man was killed in Marka DistrictHaber Gedirelders placed the blame on
militias under the command of the DC of Marka, ¥asv Biimaal). On 3 June
2014,Haber Gedirmilitias killed fourBiimaal men and two women in Farango. On
4 June 2014Biimaal militias attacked the residence of Nuur Jiiddote tDC in
Shalaambood. The DC was not home, but his daughasrkilled in the attack. On
5 June 2014,Haber Gedir and Biimaal militias clashed in Shalaambood. The
fighting later spread to Ceel-Jaale where AMISOMCcEs intervened and managed
to separate the two sides. Heavy clashes were tegp@n 7-9 June 2014 in various
locations in Marka District up to the border withfgbye District, including at
Buufow, Busley, Shalambood, Janaale, Ceelwaregoav M50, resulting in over
20 militias killed and more injured.

39. On 9 June 2014, a group lddber Gedirclan militias wearing SNA uniforms
reportedly entered Marka and forced the lo&imaal administration to fleg®
Following the seizure of control on 9 June 2014tlé port city of Marka and the
K-50 area in Lower Shabelle by thawiyedominated 3rd and 5th Brigades of the
SNA, the district administration and thBiimaal clan militia allied to it were
displaced. This was another dangerous escalatiorthef conflict between the
Hawiye/Haber Gediand theBiimaal. UNHCR recorded that 7,100 fled Marka as a
result of the conflict: locaBiimaal elders, however, estimated that as many as
28,200 from their communities had been displacedhgyclasheg?

40. TheBiimaal suffered 35-40 civilian casualties, including wamand children,
and private homes and property were looted. On e 2014 ,Haber Gedirelders
blamed Prime Minister Abdiweli for giving thBiimaal clan unjustified support in
the ongoing clan conflict in the Lower Shabelle Reg On 11 June 2014, the
Minister of Interior and Federalism, Abdullahi Gdd#8are, and the Minister of
Defence, Mohamed Sheikh Hassan, arrived in Markantediate a truce. The
delegation met with thelaber Gedirside, while the ousted DC of Marka, Mohamed
Yarisow, refused to meet with them. According tonfidential sources of the
Monitoring Group, the FGS delegation during theieating withHaber Gedirside
expressed that th&iimaal militias were the perpetrators of the conflict ihe
region, responsible for setting up illegal checkpsj for being anti-FGS and
affiliated with Al-Shabaab, which justified the SNA&rd and 5th Brigade
engagement in the conflict in support of thlaber Gedir42 Consequently, the
hostilities between th8iimaal andHaber Gedirdid not subside. Clashes took place
in K50 on 12 June 2014, Buulo Jaan neighbourhooMamnka and K50 on 22 June

SNA-instigated crime also continued and resultedwn fatal shootouts in Afgoye
district on 22 and 26 June 2014.

41. Consequently, the conflict continued throughy 2014. Biimaal clan militias
reportedly ambushed a group ldaber Gedirclansmen near Ceel-Wareegow and at
K60 on 2 July 2014, while on 4 July 2014 they rdpdty attackedHaber Gedir
militia positions at K50. At least 15 fatalities reereported. On 7 July 2014, a group
of SNA uniformed Haber Gedir militias reportedly set fire to an informal IDP
settlement near K50. The IDPs were rescued by AMIS@oops at their base,
though some were reportedly injured in an exchanferossfire between SNA
troops. Further clashes occurred betwd&imaal and Haber Gedir militias near
Marka on 8 July 2014, at K50 and K60 on 12 July £0&nd at K50 on 26 July
2014, in which 11Haber Gedirand 4Biimaal militia members were killed. On
27 July 2014, SNA 3rd Battalion led by Liban Madayue in association with
Haber Gedirmilitia attacked El Saleney, an informal IDP camear K5043 The
camp was first shelled and then partially burnedurcivilians were killed (two in
cross fire and two executed) and the settlementtaiasn over.

Federalism as a factor

42. In addition to the dimensions of latfdand clan identity, the conflict in Lower
Shabelle is both affected and complicated by thecess towards creation of federal
states, which since the beginning of 2013 triggeaegolitical power struggle in
which clan-based interests and historical grievantem the civil war have been
instrumentalized. Therefore, due to its resourcgeographical location and
heterogenous clan composition, Lower Shabelle hasoime a contested region
between three competing federal state projects:Sbethwestern State of Somalia
(6 regions), a three-region state and the two-neg®habelle State”. Actors leading
the formation of each of these three state projacéstaking different sides in the
Lower Shabelle conflict. Proponents of the six-magistate appear to both support
and receive support from tH&imaal. The two-region state appears to represent the
Hawiye project of linking Middle and Lower Shabelle Reg# together.
Representatives of the three regions state, whichmélly is supported by the FGS,
are mixed, although they have condemned the $Nhkr Gedirviolence against
the Biimaal. As an example of how the self-proclaimed fedestaltes have tried to
claim Lower Shabelle, on 27 June 2014, the “Prasidef the two-region state
comprising Lower and Middle Shabelle regions appadnaBiimaal as the new DC
of Marka.

Al-Shabaab as a factor

43. Al-Shabaab is not yet defeated and is stilltomlting parts of Lower Shabelle,
including the seaport of Baraawe. Therefore, Al-l&deb is also complicating the
conflict as they will seek to manipulate it to theadvantage, particularly in terms of
exacerbating clan tensions in order to preoccupyd aselay the current
SNA/AMISOM offensive against them. For instance, 48 December 2013,
Al-Shabaab issued a statement saying that theifightad affected many civilians

During the mandate the Monitoring Group collecte@dible direct eye-witness
testimonies and testimonies from family members,atthcks on civilian areas in
Lower Shabelle between November 2013 and August42@icluding relating to
killing of civilians, burning of homes and farmsape of women, and population
displacement, primarily concentrated around Janillacka and K50*” One source
alleged that around K50 alone 84 civilians had bkiéed between March and late
July 2014 by “the SNA™8

45. K50 has been a particular focus of the fightivith control of the town going
back and forth during 2014. The violent conduct alding at K50 reflects the
pattern of conduct seen elsewhere with clan militiad government soldiers
launching attacks, killing and wounding of civilsrmand widespread burning of
dwellings.

51. Apart from the violations against civiliansetMonitoring Group has obtained
information indicating some deeply worrying aspeatdhe conflagration in Middle
Shabelle, in particular observations of direct imement of SNA personnel against
the Shiidle possible leakages of arms to tAbgaal militias, and business interests
in taking control of fertile farmland in Middle Shelle. The character of the attacks
was described bylareer elders as a “brutal cleansing genocide” against si
Jareer/Shiidle sub-clans, in particular in the village of Walank®yTestimonies
obtained by the Monitoring Group indicate that, & similar fashion to what
happened in Lower Shabell&bgaal clan elements of the SNA participated in the
fighting on the side of thdohamed Musesub-clan. A fewJareer SNA deserters
responded to the attacks in defence of what tseer/Shiidle community
experienced as an effort to remove them from thend by force in contrast to past
conflicts, which mainly were about grazing rightsdaaccess to water.

1. Mohamed Abdullahi Moalim Aden was arrested aailegd in Belgium on
12 October 2013 for facilitating activities of Solinpiracy. Nicknamed “Tiiceey”,
he is a 42-year-old U.S. citizen from Burnsville,indeapolis. He was born in
Somalia and reportedly emigrated to the U.S.Ahatage of 22.

2. Tiiceey became Deputy Chairman of the United 8bmiaspora, established

in October 2007, before moving back to SomaliaMarch 2008, with the support

of the Somali diaspora, he formed Himan and Hee@baatonomous Habar Gidir-

controlled regional administration located in theswof Galgadug and covering the
South Central Somali Districts of Adado, Godinlall®#ahdo, Gelinsor, Amara,

Elhur, Harardhere, and Hobyo.

3. As the Chairman and later “President” of Himard d&leeb, Tiiceey introduced
local governance and development in a highly insectegion characterized by
lawlessness, clan fighting, warring Islamic facsoand criminals, including pirates
from the Hobyo-Harardhere piracy network who weheady running a successful
piracy business.

Mohamed Aden “Tiiceey” and his two tanks in Adatidman and Heeb
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4. In October 2009, asked by the media about thenting and ever growing
phenomenon of Somali piracy, Tiiceey was quotedasng:

5. Established facts, testimony and other inforotihowever, revealed that in
addition to bringing development and prosperity Homan and Heeb, Mohamed
Aden “Tiiceey” also used his powerful position, asocal politician and Saleban
militia leader, to enrich himself by assisting afatilitating the activities of local
Saleban pirates as well as renowned pirate kingpiohamed Abdi Hassan
“Afweyne”.

37. The Chandlers were brought on land in Southt@érSomalia and were held
captive there by Hobyo-Harardhere pirates untiirthelease 388 days later.

44. However, on 14 June 2010, after some commuioicsitback and forth, Tiiceey
suddenly demanded USD 21,750 from the family, anpeyt required to cover
landing fees and security he s@®The unexpected demand for additional funds
obliged the family to suspend their deal with theafes until they could reach an
agreement with Tiiceey over his dema¥.

45. The family eventually persuaded Tiiceey to atcen offer of USD 20,000 to
cover his facilitation services. The money was denftim on 16 June 2010 through
Tiiceey’'s hawala agent in Nairobi, Mohamed Yusuhid was one day before the
ransom money, as agreed, was dropped near the suofvadado airport?

46. However, after Tiiceey was paid and the ransbopped, the pirates did not
release the couple and instead cut all communinaticSometime later it was
assessed that some of the pirates had disagredd tw#& ransom amount and
objected to the release. Negotiations soon resumed started again from the

55. In addition, the Monitoring Group possessese¢hie-mail communications
dated 13 and 17 November 2011 between a pirate tizdgo and an individual
named “Muhammad” believed to be representing Indare interest§® The
e-mails, which are written in the English languagefer to efforts to getting the
Indonesian crew released and to the case beingléiy Government officials.

58. In this connection, th&eminis ship-operator stated to the Monitoring Group
that he distinctly remembers a phone conversatigh ane of the pirate negotiators

who indicated a side-payment being offered by thedohesian Government. In

addition, Captain Bak of th&eminirefers in his diary — which he kept during his
captivity — to several statements made by piratgotiator Ali Hassan in which he

61. Given Tiiceey's method of operation, it hasb® assumed that he demanded
and negotiated a fee for facilitating the USD 2%®0money transfer and for

funnelling the proceeds to the relevant Hobyo-Hdhare pirate leaders in control

of the Geminiand its 25-member crew.

Judith Tebbutt (2011-2012)

62. On 11 September 2011, United Kingdom nationhldith and her husband
David Tebbutt were attacked by six Somali gunmerthair lodge at the Kiwayu
Safari Village resort near Kiwayu Island in northéfenya.

April 2012.

120. Without reservation, several Government offisiindeed made good use of
Afweyne’s generous offer and on various occasiomsligly traveled on Central Air.

121. As the operations of Central Air grew rapidlgyd the commercial service of
the llyushin-18 ‘Blue Goose’ proved successful, &fme sought opportunities to
expand his business overseas.

125. Since 2008, Somali-American Mohamed AbdullMoalim-Aden ‘Tiiceey’,
former President of Himan and Heeb, financially ékted from Afweyne’s piracy
activities, by supplying his piracy network with mmunication devices and
facilitating hostage releases, ransom paymentsotigtipns, and other arrangements
(see annex 4.3).

153. In this regard, the Monitoring Group has idi@d various money transfers
and bank accounts of identified pirate leadersegtars and facilitators, some of
which have account balances of close to one milldmllars and reflect dealings
with a wide range of individuals inside and outsilemalia, including holders of
senior positions in the Federal Government of Sean@GS).

Mohamed Abdi Hassan ‘Afweyne’

154. Mohamed Abdi Hassan ‘Afweyne’ has been invdlwe the piracy business at
least since 2005. He is considered to be respomdin at least 24 hijacking and
abduction cases and has often and publicly admittisdinvolvement, including
during a 24 April 2013 interview with AFF6 In 2010, the Monitoring Group
proposed Afweyne for sanctioning, but he has asmgetheen listed.

155. For years Afweyne ran a succesdhht business in Somalia and since May
2012 he has operated the domestic airline compaewtr@l Air Aviation (see
annex 4.6).

156. Afweyne is currently jailed in Belgium awaligintrial for his 2009 involvement
in the hijacking of the Belgian stone carrieompeii He was arrested at Brussels
airport on 12 October 2013 along with his businpastner and accomplice, pirate
facilitator Mohamed Abdullahi Moalin-Aden ‘Tiiceey>? While in prison,
Afweyne’s businesses interests are representedapdrvised by his son, Abdikadir
Mohamed Abdi.

157. The Monitoring Group has identified 4 of Afwes/s bank accounts in
3 different banks.

Nur Lugey lives in Adado and runs the Idtsdalaalaha Company” which
owns and manages Adado Airport. For the past ded&dmalaha Company has
been involved in the rebuilding of the airport, whifacilitated the growindhat
and airline business of Afweyne but also meant &ddal tax-income or revenues
for the local Himan and Heeb Administratié®3

162. Twenty-two incoming transfers or deposits bedw May 2012 and December
2013 can be identified in the account, with an @Weaverage amount of USD
43,132 per transfer. The highest incoming transégyistered was USD 327,000. Of
221 outgoing transfers or withdrawals recorded loa account, the average transfer
amounted to USD 4,292.

163. The incoming and outgoing transfers on theoant contain insufficient
information to allow proper identification of sendeand beneficiaries.

166. Zakarie Hussein Arreh, who is said to rargipear for sessions of Parliament,
is also a Djiboutian national and a member of thjijodutian President’s clan, Isse
Madobe. He is known in Djibouti as ‘Zakaria Djamaré&h’ and described to be a
‘high ranking officer’ in the Djiboutian intelligere service. Zakarie was allegedly
handpicked in 2004 by the President of Djiboutin&l Omar Guelleh, to serve in
the Somali Parliament, where he subsequently becamally of the Speaker of the

167. Unconfirmed information obtained by the Momitg Group indicates that
since 2008 Zakaria has been facilitating variousougs and organizations
responsible for destabilizing Somalia and the widsgion.

When negotiations were nearing their final staije,
attempted to extort a multi thousand dollar sidgrpant in compensation for his
services, and provided the ship owner with a baokoant number at the Salaam
African Bank in Djibouti for the transfe¥?8 In addition, Ali provided the number of
a second bank account in the Salaam Somali Batdgadishu, affiliated with the
Salaam African Bank in Djibouti. The second accoiumtluded the name of the
account holdet?®

173. Further to these established facts, the MomigoGroup was informed that the
owner of the Salaam African Bank account numbeDbjibouti, who is believed to
be negotiator Ali, is a friend and business partoiethe owner of the Salaam Somali
bank account number in Mogadishu and allegedlyfitst ‘cousin’ and son-in-law
of Ali Ahmed Nur Jim’ale, the Al-Barakat owner foarly sanctioned by the United
Nations. The first ‘cousin’ and son-in-law was alsaid to be working at the Salaam
African bank in Djibouti and to operate a car besis with Ali180

174. The Monitoring Group obtained a photographpohfte negotiator ‘Ali’ that
was subsequently shown to 11 crewmembers of a 20jh@ked vessel, who were
able to recognize Ali's image (see photograph inricdy confidential
annex 4.7.a}81

Non-cooperation in verification

In order to verify the facts and substantiate #ilegations above
regarding Ali, and given the added information tidtveyne possesses
bank accounts with the Salaam Financial ServiceskBa Hargeisa and
the Salaam Somali Bank in Mogadishu, the Monitori@goup met in
Djibouti on 17 February 2014 with the Chairman bétSalaam African
Bank, Omer Ismail Egal.

During the meeting, Mr. Ismail Egal indicated thiaé bank had no
desire to directly assist the Monitoring Group witts queries and
investigations and referred the Group to the CéBemk of Djibouti for
any further information related to the Salaam AdricBank and/or its
affiliates in Hargeisa and Mogadishu.

Further attempts to obtain the information soughy the
Monitoring Group via the Government of Djibouti weerequally
unsuccessful. The Group did not receive a respaasiés official letter
sent on 14 April 2014 to the Permanent Represemaif Djibouti to the
United Nations, Roble Olhaye, and several follow-gpmails and
telephone calls with the Permanent Mission of Dijibioto the United
Nations yielded no resulgs

Consequently, some of the facts and allegationevabremain
unverified. As in the past, the Government of Djibioseldom responds
to enquiries relating to its alleged nationals asidents that are
considered a threat to the peace, security andilgyalmf Somalia.
Withholding information about such individuals nonly obstructs the
work and investigations of the Monitoring Group,aitso contributes to
the impression that Djibouti continues to service a safe haven for
regional spoilers.

175. Abdullahi Mohamed Jama ‘Farahow’ is a Baravesdid pirate leader and
investor whose involvement was established in migtipiracy cases, including the

190. With only limited insight into his financiak#tvities, the Monitoring Group is
aware that between May 2009 and May 2014 AhmedyBiAibdile was the recipient
of USD 1,575,112.47, which largely derived from Sadm@. While most of the
information obtained by the Monitoring Group comsitoo few details to allow
proper identification, two individuals associatedttwactivities of Somali piracy,
Astur Jawaase and Abdi Yare, were found to have &erds to Diriye, as was his

13. On 25 November 2011, Musa Ganjab e-mailed aich@nt purporting to be a
proposal letter from Turksom, thanking the Governmef Turkey for its support

Fisheries protection and management

17. On 25 July 2013, the FGS signed a letter of oapnent nominating a

company called Somalia FishGuard Limited as the sajent and representative of

the FGS with exclusive rights to undertake the @atprotection, management and
development of fisheries in Somalia’s waters, imdhg in the Exclusive Economic
Zone. The contract was signed by the then Minisfelatural Resources, Abdirizak
Omar Mohamed. The company is obliged to provide apkrate vessels for
fisheries protection, including through the estabinent and training of a Somalia
Fisheries Protection Force, as well as preparepttoevision of fishing regulations
